Based on the National Health and
Morbidity Survey (NHMS) 2022, 21.2 per
cent or one in five children are stunted.

NHMS2022 also notes that 6.8 per
cent of our adolescents are stunted.

Stunted children tend to fall sick
more often, miss opportunities to learn,
perform less well in school, and have
lower self-esteem.

They are also at risk of becoming
stunted in adulthood — a con-
dition that is associated with
an increased risk of chronic
diseases, decreased eco-
nomic productivity, and lower
lifetime-earning potential.

Growth faltering can occur
at any time during childhood
and adolescence.

FOOD FOR THOUGHT

Common causes include not having
enough nutrition, having enough food
but not balanced nutrition, undertying
medical conditions or a combination of
these factors, says IMFeD For Growth
Programme chairman Professor Dr Lee
Way Seah.

“Many children have feeding dif-
ficulties, ranging from picky eating to
other more severe conditions. Correct-
ing feeding difficulties at ayoung age is
important because it may have a long-

Govt retiree, wife lose over
RMb42,000 in crypto scam

TELUKINTAN: A retired civil servant
and his wife, who were hoping to
strike it rich in cryptocurrency
trading, ended up losing
RMS542,171.20 of their savings in-
stead.

Perak police chief Datuk Seri Mo-
hd Yusri Hassan Basri said the Hilir
Perak district police headquarters
received a report from the 70-year-
old man at 4.34pmon Sunday.

He said on Jan 8, the man, who
hails from Hutan Melintang here,
came across a Singapore-based ad-
vertisement on Facebook offering a
cryptocurrency stock purchase ser-
vicein the United States.

“The retiree contacted the owner
of the share purchase ad through
WhatsApp.

“The suspect asked for his details
such as identification card and
bank account numbers to purport-
edly document the cryptocurrency
investment.

“On Jan 9, the retiree started in-
vesting incryptocurrency sharesby
buying two units of shares worth
RMS00. He deposited the money
intoalocal bankaccount.

“The retiree was told by the sus-
pect that he would get a profit of
RM4,500 within one day, that ison

the same day. The suspect also told
the retiree that if he did not with-
draw the money, the profit would
increaseovertime.”

Yusri said on Jan 10, the retiree
contacted the suspect to inquire
about the investment capital and
wastold that he had made aprofit of
RM18,500.

“However, the retiree was asked
to make various payments to the
suspect to get the entire payout of
his investment. Between January
and July this year, the retiree made
atotal of133 online transactions in-
to 39 local bank accounts involving
RM542,171.20.”

He added that during that period,
the retiree did not receive any pay-
ment from his investment and that
thecouple hadinvested all theirsav-
ings and retirement money in the
scheme.

“After the retiree ran out of mon-
ey, the suspect still urged him to
continue investing.

“When the retiree asked the sus-
pect to return the money, he was
given various reasons and the sus-
pect no longer responded to his
queries. Realising he had been de-
ceived, the retiree decided to lodge
areport.”

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Body in suitcase: Husband,

wife sentenced to death

SIBU: A couple from the Klang
Valley was sentenced to death by
the High Court here yesterday
for the murder of a 38-year-old
woman in 2020, whose body was
found in a suitcase dumped by
the roadside.

Judge Datuk Christopher Chin
pronounced the sentence against
Seow Pei Chie, 41, from Subang
Jaya, Selangor and her husband
Cheung Chai Ming, 41, from Jalan
Tun Sambathan, Kuala Lumpur
after finding them guilty of
killing Heng Heow Lin, 38.

The couple was charged under
Section 302 of the Penal Code
read together with Section 34 of
the same Code.

The Section provides for the
death penalty or imprisonment
for a term not less than 30 years
but not exceeding 40 years, and
if not sentenced to death, shall
be punished with whipping of
not less than 12 strokes, upon
conviction.

Based on the charge sheet,
Seow and Cheung were accused
of causing the death of Heng
between Oct 4, 2020 at about
10pm and Oct 6 at about 6am at a
house at Jalan Tong Sang here.

Justice Chin in delivering his
verdict said the defence had
failed to raise a reasonable doubt
against the prosecution’s case.

Among the evidence accepted
by the court was the statement
by a fellow prostitute who
testified having witnessed the
accused uently assaulting
Heng when she failed to eamn
sufficient money from vice
activities to repay her late
husband's debt to the couple.

The court had also accepted a
statement by Cheung against his
wife, in which he said that Seow
had intentionally caused bodily
injury to Heng by repeatedly
bashing her head against a wall
and then strangling her with a
red towel.

Justice Chin noted that the
couple had made statements
where they accused each other
of committing the acts leading
to the death of the victim, with
Seow also having been witnessed

Cheung and Seow being led from the court after sentencing.

The deceased’s death was caused by or
as a consequence of the acts of Seow in
furtherance of a common intention with

Cheung.

to have a habit of becoming
violent when in a rage.

“The deceased’s death was
caused by or as a consequence of
the acts of Seow in furtherance
of a common intention with
Cheung. As to the common
intention, there is no evidence
offered by Cheung to distance
himself from the acts that
resulted in the death of the
victim.

“There was no assertion by him
that he tried to stop the violent
attacks by Seow, and he did not
seek medical attention for the
victim. The opposite is true - he
assisted in helping to dispose of
the victim's -

“A fellow prostitute of the
victim had observed frequent
beatings on the victim inflicted
by both the accused,” he said,
adding that Heng's daughter,
who at one time resided here

with her, was also subjected to
daily scolding and beatings.

In explaining his decision to
sentence the couple to death,
the judge said it was made after
considering the pattern of abuse
and brutality inflicted on the
victim,

“The facts of this case will
shock anyone in civil society. You
have subjected the victim and
her teenage daughter to years of
torture, fear and physical abuse.

“You lived off her earnings as
a prostitute and when she did
not earn enough, you became
violent towards her. You were
also prepared to prostitute the
daughter of the deceased for
your own monetary gain as
moneylenders.

“The victim died a brutal death.
The autopsy report showed that
she had blunt force trauma on
her head consistent with having

her head violently knocked
onto the wall and after all that
violence, she was strangled to
death.

“Civil society will find it hard
to believe that such manner of
abuse exists today and in their
midst,” he said.

Justice Chin said the only
solace he could take from the
case was that Heng's daughter
had managed to escape from
the couple’s psychological and
physical abuse, and that the
deceased was now free from
the violence and mental torture
inflicted by the accused.

“This was not a random
isolated physical beating but
had gone on for a long time. It is
hard to construe the murder as
unintentional. After the death,
the deceased was bundled by
both of you into a suitcase and
dumped on roadside.

“This act could not have been
done by any one of you alone,
but must have been carried out
by both of you together,” he said.

The prosecution was led by
Deputy Public Prosecutor Mark
Kenneth Netto, while the two
accused were represented by
lawyers Yap Hoi Liong and Jacob
Wong.

KUALA LUMPUR: Children with
autism spectrum disorder (ASD)
behave in challenging ways that
are difficult to manage and even
a simple matter like haircutting
can be a taxing affair for them
as well as their parents or

Taking their unique
characteristics into
consideration, one barber in
Bandar Baru Samariang in
Kuching, Sarawak, decided to
offer a special haircutting service
for autistic children as he felt
hair salons rarely have the
expertise to handle children with
special needs.

For Azzam Mujah, 29, it all
started in early 2020 when he
opened a salon, ‘Kedai Gunting
Rambut Abang Bomb', with two
other partners in Bandar Baru
Samariang.

Among his first customers
was a four-year-old autistic boy
named Nadheem Nizam and
according to his parents, they had
visited nearly all the haircutting
salons in Kuching, but none of
the barbers or hairdressers were
willing to cut their son's hair.

"My partners and I felt sorry
for them so we agreed to do it.
The first time we cut the boy's
hair, we found it very challenging,
but we did it with a lot of
patience,” Azzam told Bernama
in a Zoom call from Bandar Baru
Samariang, adding that it was an
unforgettable experience.

He said the first time Nadheem
and his parents entered their
shop, the situation became
chaotic as he screamed and

clenched his fists and swung his
hands in anger.

It was obvious he did not want
his hair cut.

Azzam said initially he and his
partners, Airul Helmi and the late
Hamadi Halmi, felt anxious about
handling Nadheem, but later
they got a hold of themselves
and tried various ways to calm
down the special child.

“Hamadi was a former fireman
and together, we won over
Nadheem by giving him some
sweets and laughing along with
him. It took us some time to calm
him down but we succeeded in

cutting his hair,” he said.

Azzam said so far, over 100
autistic children, most of them
from the Bandar Baru S: i
area, have had their hair cut at
his salon, with the charge being

RMIo per person.

“Our shop is the only one in
this area offering such a service,”
he said, adding they keep a stock
of sweets and chocolates as well
as toys to keep the children

occupied while their hair is being
cut.

Meanwhile, Nadheem’s mother
Noor Haerizan Abu Bakar, 39, told
Bernama she and her husband
were immensely grateful for
the special service offered by
Azzam's salon as their son did
not like anyone holding his head
let alone cutting his hair.

“He doesn't even like his own
family members touching him.
My son has Level 3 autism, that

is, severe autism.

“Nadh can't icate
verbally and needs to use pictures
to indicate what hewants.

‘He can at times behave in
an aggressive manner which
can scare other people. But at
Azzam’s hair salon, they are able
to control him and get his hair
cut like other children.

“We really admire their skills
and level of patience when
handling Nadheem,” said the
housewife, who lives with
her family in Bandar Baru
Samariang.

Noor Haerizan also hoped
the stigma attached to autistic
children will disappear when
more businesses take the
initiative to offer special services
to such children.

“Social support is something
we need most as it will enable
autistic children to lead a better
life and they will also not be
discriminated  against” she
added.

Azzam currently operates his
salon with Airul, as their other
partner Hamadi succumbed
to an illness in February this

ar.

Azzam, who studied at a
community college in Kuching
and graduated with an
automotive certificate in 2017,
said his interest in haircutting
motivated him to open a salon.

“In 2018, my two friends and I
opened a small kiosk at a night
market in Kuching to offer
haircutting services. It was the
late Hamadi who taught me the
techniques of cutting the hair of
men, women and children.

“Then in early 2020, we opened
our own hair salon with a capital
of RM10,000,” he said, adding that
he and his partner hope to open
several branches throughout
Sarawak. — Bernama

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TAJUK AZALINA: MOBILE COURTS WILL SPEED UP SEX-RELATED CASES INVOLVING KIDS
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Azalina: Mobile courts will speed up sex-related cases involving kids

SEREMBAN: The setting up of
mobile courts to hear sexual-re-
lated offences involving children
will ensure all such cases are
heard and disposed of quickly,
says Datuk Seri Azalina Othman
Said.

The Minister in the Prime
Minister's Department in charge
of law and institutional reforms
said although 72.6% of the 6,791
such cases against children have
been brought to court, there is a

ressing need to ensure all such
pcases are eventually heard and
disposed of by the judiciary.

“It is sad when you hear that
some cases are not continued as
the victim, in this case the child,
decides not to pursue it due to
reasons such as trauma, having to
come to court and the distance
involved.

“All such cases must be brought
and decided by the courts as the
government needs to send out a
message that it will not tolerate
such offences against children
and ensure that the offenders will
be promptly dealt with,” she said
after a visit to the Seremban Court
Complex here.

She said when the Sexual

Offences Against Children Act
was formulated, the authorities
hoped that all such cases would
be heard and disposed of within
12 months.

Azalina said another way to
ensure all such cases are brought
to justice is to have special cyber
courts in all states, as grooming is
usually done online.

At present, only Kuala Lumpur

has a cyber court to deal with
such cases.

“This also needs to be studied as
the grooming element is done
online.

“There has to be a more effec-
tive approach (to deal with the
offenders), as justice delayed is
often seen as justice denied,” she
said.

Azalina said when the Sexual

Offences Against Children law
was introduced, it was also decid-
ed that such cases would be heard
by Sessions Court judges who spe-
cialised in the topic.

“Iam told that this has not been
happening due to a shortage of
judges and that Sessions Court
judges have to hear all types of
cases brought before them.

“So, this issue and other chal-
lenges faced by the courts need to
be addressed as well so we can
effectively safeguard the rights of
the child.Z sheesgal;?i. g

Azalina said, for a start, the gov-
ernment will upgrade and equip
40 Session Courts nationwide
with related facilities to hear such
cases.

She said a sum of RM5mil has
been approved by Prime Minister
Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim for
this in Budget 2023.

“We must provide a conducive
and safe environment, such as
special rooms and other facilities,
to ensure the victim is comforta-
ble and we can proceed with the
case,” she said.

She expressed hope that these
issues and challenges would be
dealt with once the Office of the
Child Commissioner (OCC) is set

up.
A Bill for the setting up of the

OCC is set to be tabled in
Parliament in October.

“The Cabinet paper on the set-
ting up of the independent OCC is
ready.

“I will take it to the Cabinet to
get approval and then table it in
Parliament so that all matters
related to children can be stream-
lined,” she said, adding that at
present, several ministries and
government agencies were
involved when it came to such
matters.

She said it was important to
have an independent OCC which
will not only complement minis-
tries and government agencies
but also assist them in coming up
with the best practices for chil-
dren.

“It will look at the overall stand-
ards and policies when it comes
to children, which include chil-
dren under detention, proper
procedures when they come to
court, assisting them, and com-
pensation for victims of abuse,”
she said, adding that the OCC
would not be a government agen-

cy.

She said the setting up of the
OCC was also important as it
would be looking into the well-be-
ing of some 9.5 million children
nationwide.

Moneylender couple gets death

High Court finds husband and wife guilty in suitcase murder

SIBU: A husband-and-wife pair of
moneylenders has been sen-
tenced to death by the High Court
here for the murder of a woman.

Justice Christopher Chin Soo
Yin ruled that there was common
intention by the couple in com-
mitting the murder as the victim
was unable to earn enough for
them.

In imposing the sentence, the
court also ruled that the prosecu-
tion had established a prima facie

case against Seow Pei Chee of
Subang Jaya and her husband
Cheung Chia Ming of Kuala
Lumpur, both 41.

“You have been found guilty of
murder. The facts of this case
shock me and will shock anyone
in civil society.

“You have subjected the victim
and her teenage daughter to years
of torture, fear and physical
abuse.

“You lived on her earnings as a

prostitute and when she did not
earn enough, you became violent
towards her.

“You were also prepared to
prostitute the daughter of the
deceased for your own gain as
moneylenders,” Justice Chin
added.

He also said that based on the
nature of the case, he had no
alternative but to impose the
death sentence on the accused in
accordance with the amended

Section 302 of the Penal Code for
murder.

The victim succumbed to
serious head and bodily injuries
inflicted by both accused.

They were jointly charged with
killing the 38-year-old victim
between 10pm on Oct 4 and 6am
on Oct 6, 2020, at a house in Jalan
Tong Sang and later disposing of
the body in Jalan Aman.

The woman's body, which was
stuffed in a suitcase, was found by

a passer-by at about 6.30am on
Oct 6, 2020.

Seow and Cheung were charged
under Section 302 of the Penal
Code, read together with Section
34 of the same Code, which car-

ries the mandatory death penalty
upon conviction.

Seow was represented by coun-
sel Yap Hoi Liong, while Cheung’s
lawyer was Jacob Wong.

Deputy public prosecutor Mark
Kenneth Netto prosecuted.

Mohd Yusri said in a statement initial
investigations revealed that on Jan 8, the
victim contacted one “Najwan Islamic’
a Facebook user with a Singapore address
who offered the service of purchasing
cryptocurrency stocks in the United States.

“The suspect requested personal details
such as identity card and bank account
numbers for documentation under the
so-called investment scheme.”

He said the victim purchased two share
units for RM500 the following day, making
a deposit to a local bank account as he was
promised a profit of RM4,500 the same day.

“The victim was also told not to make any
withdrawals as the funds would continue
to grow.”

He added that the retiree then contacted
the suspect on Jan 10 to learn more about the
investment. After being informed of gaining
an RM18,500 profit, he was asked to make
several payments to get back all his
investment funds.

Mohd Yusri said he made 133
transactions totalling RM542,171 to 39 bank
accounts between January and July, but did
not receive any returns on his investments.

He also said the suspect kept persuading
the pensioner to invest more, and gave
excuses when questioned and subsequently
did not respond to messages on WhatsApp,
adding that the case is being investigated
under Section 420 of the Penal Code for
cheating. - Bernama

Kedua-dua
tertuduh adalah pengguna
dadah dan ini jelas menun-
jukkan mereka mempunyai
motif merompak si mati
bagi mendapatkan wang
untuk memperoleh bekalan
dadah.

“Perbuatan kedua-dua
tertuduh itu dilakukan bagi
meneruskan niat bersama
merompak si mati sehingga
mengkibatkan pembunu-
han berlaku,” katanya.

Beliau juga berkata, ket-
erangan diberikan oleh
kedua-dua tertuduh dalam
pembelaan mereka juga
tidak mencukupi untuk
menimbulkan keraguan
munasabah terhadap kes
pendakwaan sebelum ini.

“Saya dapati Syahadan
adalah pelaku utama ter-
hadap kecederaan dan
mencederakan si mati.
Tetapi, saya jugamendapati
Jeeji mempunyai niat sama
melakukan pembunuhan
seperti berlaku dalam kes
ini.

“Dia tidak melakukan
sebarang percubaan lang-
sung menyelamatkan si
mati malah didapati lebih
rela mengambil hasil dari-
pada pembunuhan itu,”
katanya.

Sementara itu, berdasar-
kan budi bicara diberi-
kan kepada mahkamah

mengenai Seksyen 34 Pe-
mansuhan Akta Hukuman
Mati Mandatori 2023, Chin
meminta tertuduh mem-
buat pengakuan mereka
sebagai mitigasi.

Yap Hoi Liong mewakili
Ting berkata, tertuduh ke-
sal dengan kejadian itu dan
berharap agar hukuman
minimum dikenakan.

Ben Lau mewakili Sya-
hadan memberitahu ba-
hawa anak guamnya berasa
kesal dengan kejadian itu
kerana dia hanya berniat
merompak dan bukannya
membunuh si mati.

“Tiada sebab tertuduh
kedua (Syahadan) mem-
bunuh si mati kerana pada
masa kejadian dia berkah-
win dan mempunyai se-
orang anak berusia empat
tahun.

“Tertuduh kedua memo-
hon agar hukuman pen-
jara dijatuhkan ke atasnya
supaya masih berpeluang
melihat anaknya apabila
keluar dari penjara,” ka-
tanya sambil menambah,
hukuman itu berkuat kuasa
pada tarikh tangkapan pada
1 Julai 2018 dan tiada seba-
tan dikenakan.

Timbalan PendakwaRaya
(DPP) Mark Kenneth Netto
berkata hukuman mati
perlu dikenakan kerana ia
mencerminkan kesalahan
yang mereka lakukan.

Beliau berkata, kes itu
dirancang di mana ter-
tuduh menceroboh rumah
si mati.

“Tertuduh memilih
menyerang si mati secara
jahat. Selepas melakukan
kesalahan itu, tertuduh
melarikan diri meninggal-
kan si mati tidak berdaya.
“Mereka kemudian menjual
barang peribadi si mati ke-
pada tukang emas.

“Tiada apa boleh
mengembalikan mendiang
kepada ahli keluarga dan
orang tersayang. Tiada
hukuman penjara boleh
membayar kerugian dialami
ahli keluarga dan rakan-
rakan si mati.

“Tiada hukuman penjara
bolehdijatuhkan yang boleh
mengurangkan Kkerugian
ditimbulkan oleh pesalah

ini,” jelasnya.

Justeru, hukuman di-
jatuhkan mestilah mencer-
minkan keseriusan jenayah
dan keperluan menghalang
orang lain daripadamelaku-
kannya.

Selepas mengambil kira
serius semua pengakuan
dalam mitigasi dan teguran
daripada DPP, Chin kemu-
dian membuat keputusan
menjatuhkan hukuman
mati ke atas kedua-dua
tertuduh.

Beliau berkata, mangsa
adalah seorang warga emas
tidak berdaya dan tinggal
bersendirian.

Katanya, motifdalam ke~
jadian ituadalah juga sangat
mudah iaitu mendapatkan
wang tunai mangsa bagi
membiayai ketagihan dadah
mereka.

“Ini bukan rompakan
rambang. Anda pernah ke
rumah sama untuk aktiviti
dadah. Serangan ke atas
mangsa telah dirancang.

“Kecederaan pada si mati
menunjukkan beliau turut
dipukul sehingga patah
tulang rusuk. Pembunuhan
itu buka kebetulan. Tangan
dan kaki mangsa diikat dan
dicekik sehingga mati,”
katanya.

Beliau berkata, pindaan
undang-undang membole-
hkan pesalah mendapatkan
belas ihsan dan budi bicara
mahkamah menggantikan
hukuman mati dengan hu-
kuman penjara dan sebat.

“Bagaimana dengan belas
kasihan kepada mangsa,
bagaimana pula dengan
perasaan minat dan keben-
cian orang ramai terhadap
tindakan ganasinidikaitkan
dengan ketagihan dadah
anda.

“Bagaimana dengan
keadilan kepada keluarga
mangsa terpaksa hidup
dengan ingatan tentang ke-
matianahlikeluargamereka
ganas dan menyakitkan,”
jelasnya.

Chin berkata, dengan
itu beliau tiada pilihan lain
selain menjatuhkan huku-
man mati terhadap kedua-
dua tertuduh mengikut
Seksyen 302 Kanun Kes-
eksaan.

Seow Pei Chie dari Subang
Jaya, Selangor dan suaminya,
Cheung Chai Ming dari
Jalan Tun Sambathan, Kuala
Lumpur kedua-duanya
berusia 41 tahun didakwa
mengikut Seksyen 302 Kanun
Keseksaandandibacabersama
Seksyen 34 kanun sama.

Seksyen itu
memperuntukkan hukuman
mati atau penjara selama
tempoh tidak kurang daripada
30 tahun tetapi tidak melebihi
40 tahun dan jika tidak
dijatuhkan hukuman mati
serta sebatan tidak kurang
daripada 12 sebatan jika sabit
kesalahan.

Berdasarkan pertuduhan,
mereka didakwa melakukan
pembunuhan dengan
menyebabkan kematian Heng
antara 4 Oktober 2020 kira-
kira jam 10 malam dan 6
Oktober 2020, kira-kirajam6
pagidisebuah rumah di Jalan
Tong Sang di sini.

Hakim Mahkamah
Tinggi Datuk Christopher
Chin membuat keputusan
itu semalam selepas
mempertimbang secara
keseluruhan dan keterangan
diberikan dalam pembelaan
didapatinyah fi
semata-mata.

Chin berkata, keterangan
mereka tidak menimbulkan
k bahterhadap
kes pendakwaan.
