Two women get 12 months’ jail for adoption scam

SEREMBAN: Two women were
sentenced to 12 months’ jail each
by the magistrate’s court here
yesterday after they pleaded
guilty to cheating a man who was
trying to adopt a child in July.

Magistrate Nurul Saqinah
Rosli ordered the sentences on
G. Gayatree, 32, a caretaker, and
food delivery rider Aliyah Be-
gum Selvam, 30, to begin from
yesterday.

The two were jointly charged
with deceiving a man, 37, into be-

lieving that they could help him
with the adoption by asking him
to deposit RM7,900 in seven
transactions into a bank account.

The offence, framed under Sec-
tion 420 of the Penal Code, pro-
vides for imprisonment for a
term of not less than a year and
not more than 10 years, with can-
ing and a fine, upon conviction.

They were charged with com-
mitting the offence at a house in
Jalan Arah, Sendayan here on
July 15.

Based on the facts of the case,
the victim was told by Gayatree
that a poor family was willing to
give up their baby for adoption
with an advance payment of
RM4,000. The man was later
asked to make several transac-
tions totalling RM7,900.

KUCHING: Deputy Premier Dato
Sri Dr Sim Kui Hian has extended
a helping hand to the victims
of the devastating Batu Kawa
RPR fire by offering a temporary
housing solution at the HDC flats
at Batu Gong near here.

Hilmy also said DBKU wel-
comes collaboration with the pri-
vate sector to provide elderly care
centres and facilities.

In addition, he said DBKU will
work with other councils, particu-
larly MBKS, on similar initiatives
and policies.

“With proper planning and
strategies, I believe Kuching
city will be better in future,” he
said.

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Push for independent children’s body

Bill likely to be tabled in October, while NGOs hope for a commission with ‘teeth’

PETALING JAYA: As Malaysia's
marks its 66 years of independ-
ence, the country must establish
its national integrity by champi-
oning the rights of every child,

The Minister in the Prime
Minister’s Department (Law and
Institutional Reform) said the
Childrens Commission of Malay-
sia Bill has been drafted in the
hope of being brought to Parlia-
ment in its October sitting.

Azalina said the drafting of the
Bill followed various engage-
ments with key stakeholders as
well as knowledge exchange ses-
sions with child commissioners in
different jurisdictions and in-
depth research.

“The ofovemmem is committed
to upholding children’s rights and
recognises the significance of
transparency and an independ-
ent oversight body like the Office
of the Children’s Commissioner
(OCC),” she said in a statement
yesterday.

Currently, the OCC is under the

Human Rights Commission of
Malaysia (Suhakam) but the gov-
ernment will introduce a Bill on
the setting up of the Children’s
Commission to separate it from
Suhakam in a bid to provide chil-
dren with better protection.

While looking forward to a
“positive outcome”, Azalina said
she would continue to engage all
stakeholders in ensuring the

blish of an independ
OCC to uphold the rights of all
children in Malaysia.

She also said she was delighted
to have received recommenda-
tions for the Childrens Commis-
sion Bill from 12 advocates for
child rights and civil society
organisations in a memorandum
they had submitted.

Among the recommendations
were that the Children’s
Commission must be independ-
ent, cover all critical children-re-
lated areas and issues, be answer-
able directly to Parliament, and
be given teeth to monitor sustain-
able and on-the-ground actions in
upholding and protecting chil-
dren’s rights.

The recommendations illustrat-
ed how civil society is backing the
government’s legislative efforts,
aligning with the “all of society”
approach, said Azalina.

“Safeguarding children’s pro-
tection and wellbeing is a shared
duty among Malaysians, extend-
ing beyond the government.

"mensuring the safety of our
children, we are safeguarding our
nation’s future,” she added.

Consultant paediatrician,
child-disability rights activist and
National Early Childhood Inter-
vention Council adviser Datuk Dr
Amar-Singh HSS, who is among
the 12 signatories of the memo,
welcomed the plan to table the
Children’s Commission Bill in
October.

“We hope the engagement will
be an ongoing process that allows

child rights advocates and civil
society organisations to view and
support the development of the
Bill.

“This is an area critical to chil-
dren and its development should
involve all of society. We look
forward to discussing the draft,”
he said when contacted.

Dr Amar-Singh said he hoped
the government would set up an
independent Children’s Commis-
sion that is directly answerable to
Parliament.

Hesaid it was vitalthat Malaysia
has a Children’s Commission
invested with the authority to
advocate for policy changes by all
enforcement agencies and local
authorities, adding that Malaysia
did not need a body that only
monitors and makes suggestions.

“We need one with teeth to
advocate for sustainable and
on-the-ground change that
upholds and protects children’s
rights in all critical children-relat-
ed areas,” he added.

CRIB (Child Rights Innovation
and Betterment) Foundation
cochairman Srividhya Ganapathy,
who is another signatory, said the
Children’s Commission would

benefit and provide meaningful
support to the Women, Family
and Community Development

“It is supposed to work in tan-
dem with the current system to
ensure that things are better. The
Commission should not only func-
tion as a watchdog but also be
able to make recommendations.

“We know that the ministry has
welfare officers who are passion-
ate about the protection of chil-
dren, but it is facing challenges
such as budgetary and manpower
constraints.

“If we have the Commission, it
can make recommendations to
the government on how to
improve and provide independ-
ent reporting,” she said.

Srividhya said Malaysia is a sig-
natory to the Convention on the
Rights of the Child but currently, it
seems that the full burden of com-
pliance has been placed on the
ministry when it is supposed to be
a nationwide obligation.

“The Commission can give
independent opinions and recom-
mendations to Parliament and act
as adviser to the government on
children,” she said.
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Teenager charged with murdering neighbour

TELUK INTAN: A teenager was
charged in the Magistrate’s Court
here with murdering his neigh-
bour last month.

The 17-year-old was charged
with killing P. Hariaran, 21, in
Jalan Pasir, Kampung Sungai
Payung Baroh, Selekoh, in Bagan
Datuk, between 6pm and 8.30pm
on Aug 20.

The charge, framed under
Section 302 of the Penal Code,

provides the death penalty or
imprisonment for up to 40 years,
and if not sentenced to death,
shall be punished with a mini-
mum of 12 strokes of the cane,
upon conviction.

However, offenders under the
age of 18 cannot be sentenced to
death under Section 97(1) of the
Child Act 2001.

In lieu of the death sentence, the
court shall order a person convict-

ed of an offence to be detained in a
prison at the pleasure of the Yang
di-Pertuan Agong if the offence
was committed in the Federal
Territory of Kuala Lumpur or the
Federal Territory of Labuan; or the
Ruler or the Yang di-Pertua Negeri,
if the offence was committed i
the state.

The proceedings were conduct-
ed behind closed doors before
Sessions Court judge Nurul

Farena Zainal Abidin as the
accused is underage, Bernama
reported. The court set Oct 5 for
next mention.
