KUALA LUMPUR: The proposed
independent Children’s Commis-
sion, under the soon-to-be tabled
Children’s Commission Bill,
must be given expanded man-
dates and greater powers, said
the Human Right Commission of
Malaysia (Suhakam).

It said yesterday these included
unrestricted access to shelters,
detention centres as well as ac-
cess to child-related data.

The commission must also be
allocated a sufficient budget and
resources.

While it had an Office of the
Children’s Commissioner (OCC)
within its institution in 2019, it
was not sufficient to address the
many issues relating to child
rights, given the OCC’s limited
capacity and resources, it said.

“We also proposed the ap-
pointment of full-time commis-
sioners to ensure the commis-
sion can fulfil its role and ex-
ecute its mandate.

“(Suhakam recommends that)

the commission become an over-
sight body and to serve as checks
and balances in the protection
and promotion of the rights of the
child.”

As an independent and neutral
entity, it should also complement
the functions of other bodies in
the government, it said.

It said the commission also act-
ed as a bridge between the gov-
ermnment and society, as well as
between adults and children on
child rights matters, to promote
children’s participation in soci-
ety and ensuring that their voices
were heard.

Other recommendations were
for the commission to have the
authority to advocate for chil-
dren’s interests, rights and well-
being, with the best interests of
children at the core of develop-
ment initiatives in Malaysia.

“It should also be given the
power to advocate for policy
changes across enforcement
agencies and local authorities,

and the ability to demand mean-
ingful remedies within defined
time frames for children affected
by such policies.

“The commission must be in-
volved in the formulation of
child-centric national policies,
enhancing the quality of care de-
livered by government agencies
while aligning these policies with
principles of good governance,
thereby serving as a mechanism
to assess the government's re-
sponse to issues affecting chil-
dren.”

It added that the commission
should be aligned with the Child
Act 2001 and the Convention on
the Rights of the Child, paving
the way for a brighter and more
rights-centric future for children
in Malaysia.

Suhakam said it supported the
government’s move in develop-
ing the bill, which was vital in
upholding and protecting chil-
dren’s rights.

“The proposed bill is a vision-

ary initiative and an essential
cornerstone for the protection of
children’s rights.”

The body said it was imperative
for the bill to be crafted as a
formidable mechanism.

“This mechanism should re-
flect international best practices
and uphold human rights stan-
dards, ensuring sustainable and
effective action.”

Suhakam said it was ready to
assist the government and looked

forward to the establishment of
an independent commission to
serve as a beacon of progress in
addressing children’s issues.

“Orang awam yang mem-
punyai maklumat berkenaan
kejadian ini boleh salurkan
maklumat kepada Bahagian
Siasatan Jenayah Ibu Pejabat
Polis Daerah (IPD) Ranau
bagi membantu siasatan,”
katanya.

Terdahulu, tular satu
rakaman video berdurasi
lima minit 33 saat di media
sosial memaparkan mangsa
dikerumuni sekumpulan
pelajar di dalam sebuah bilik
darjah di sebuah sekolah
menengah.

Kumpulan berkenaan
dilihat seperti berbincang
sesuatu sebelum beberapa
pelajar menampar, men-
umbuk dan menendang
beberapa pelajar lain.

Kejadian itu turut dirakam
oleh salah seorang pelajar
yang berada di tempat
kejadian sebelum tular di
media sosial.

SIBU: Seorang wanita di sini kerugian
RM99,700 selepas ditipu sindiket ‘phone
scam’yang menyamar sebagai wakil
syarikat kurier dan pegawai polis.

Mangsa yang merupakan wanita
tempatan diperdayakan selepas
menerima panggilan telefon daripada
suspek yang memperkenalkan diri
sebagai wakil DHL Express Malaysia
kelmarin.

Ketua Polis Daerah Sibu ACP Zulkipli
Suhaili berkata, mangsa merupakan
seorang kakitangan awam berusia 30-an.

“Suspek memberitahu mangsa
bahawa terdapat bungkusan atas
nama mangsa yang mengandungi lima
keping kad pengenalan, lima keping
kad ATM dan lima keping pasport.

“Perbualan itu kemudian disambung
kepada individu lain kononnya
pegawai polis yang menawarkan untuk
membantu mangsa menyelesaikan
kes itu,” katanya dalam satu kenyataan
semalam.

Bagaimanapun katanya, mangsa
dikehendaki membuat pemindahan
wang sebanyak RM50,000 sebagai upah
penyiasatan kes ke dalam akaun yang
diberikan oleh suspek.

Zulkipli berkata, mangsa yang
bimbang dan takut kemudiannya
menuruti semua arahan suspek.

“Mangsa telah membuat pemindahan
wang melalui lima transaksi berjumlah
RM99,700 ke dalam satu akaun bank
tempatan,” ujarnya.

Menurut Zulkipli, mangsa hanya
menyedari telah ditipu selepas
dinasihatkan oleh ahli keluarganya
untuk membuat laporan polis di balai
polis berhampiran untuk siasatan lanjut.

“Kes disiasat oleh Bahagian Siasatan
Jenayah Komersial, IPD Sibu di bawah
Seksyen 420 Kanun Keseksaan,”

katanya.
