PUTRAJAYA: Curiosity and peer
pressure have led two school-
aged siblings to smoke electronic
cigarettes or vaping.

A 14-year-old secondary school
student who wished to be known
as Angah said he started vaping
when he was in Year Six.

“At first I felt a little lightheaded,
but eventually, it calmed me down
and I got addicted, so I had to hide
this habit from my parents.”

Angah’s addiction to smoking
e-cigarettes had continued into

his secondary school years, to the
point that he would spend RM3
out of his RMS daily allowance to
buy liquid nicotine, which he
shared with his peers.

“Sometimes three people
would share a vape. I am willing
to go hungry because | wanted to
save my school allowance to buy
the vape device and liquid.

“My original purpose was to re-
lieve stress and the cost of buying
a device would be shared equally
among friends,” Angah said.

Angah’s mother said she dis-
covered her son’s vaping habit
earlier this year.

At first, he claimed that the
vape device belonged to one of
his cousins or uncles.

“Since then, I had advised him
repeatedly, but Angah has ig-
nored me and continued vaping.

“He has already been caught by
his teacher twice.

“His actions have caused me
and my husband to be called to
school, and most recently, the

school wants to suspend him.

“Now, even Angah’s younger
brother, 11-year old Adik, has also
started vaping, asking his brother
to provide him with the device
and liquids.”

However, Adik's parents have
had more success in nipping the
problem in the bud.

“I was influenced by some
friends at school to start vaping,”
Adik said. “But, I am now afraid
to do it again after my father
caught me vaping.”

The siblings were among
dozens of participants in the Ad-
vocacy and Intervention Pro-
gramme for Nicotine Addiction
among Teenagers, aimed at dis-
couraging smoking and vaping,
especially among young people
from B40 families.

The programme was organised
by the Malaysian Drug Preven-
tion Association in collaboration
with Malaysian IKRAM Health
Association and Medical Myth-
busters Malaysia.

NO PLEA RECORDED

Former soldier
charged with
murdering wife

KANGAR: A former soldier was
charged in the magistrate’s court
here yesterday with the murder
of his wife at their home in Jalan
Padang Nyu, Arau, last month.
Indera Zailan Mohamad Sani,
38, from Grik, Perak, nodded af-
ter the charge was read to him
before magistrate Siti Nor Haliza
Md Ali.

The accused is charged with
murdering his wife, Munirah Abu
Bakar, 31, who was a nurse at Tu-
anku Fauziah Hospital here, at
their home between 10pm on
Sept 29 and 6.55am the following
day.

However, no plea was recorded
since murder charges fall under
the purview of the High Court.

Deputy public prosecutor
Muhamad Asyraf Md Kamal
prosecuted while the accused
was represented by Hari Prassad
Rao. The court fixed Nov 17 for
mention pending forensic and
chemist reports.

The accused was taken to the
Kangar Court Complex at 8.35am
under heavy escort.

Indera Zailani was alleged to
have stabbed his wife to death
with a knife following an argu-
ment as the victim was getting
ready to leave for work.

The media reported that after
murdering his wife, the accused
took her body into their bedroom
and covered it with a blanket.

He then sent his children, aged
8 and 10, to their babysitter in
Kampung Kubang Gajah, also in
Arau, about 3km from their
home.

It was reported that the accused
then turned himself in at the
state police headquarters about
10am on Sept 30. He was sub-
sequently tested positive for
methamphetamine.
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MAIPs" bid to
gain access
to children
dismissed

KUALA LUMPUR: The High Court
yesterday dismissed the applica-
tion by the Perlis Islamic Reli-
gious and Malay Customs Coun-
cil (MAIPs) to provide Islamic ed-
ucation to Hindu mother Loh
Siew Hong's three children, said
to have been unilaterally convert-
ed by their father in 2020.

High Court judge Hayatul Ak-
mal Abdul Aziz said in her in-
terview with the children con-
ducted in Bahasa Malaysia, the
twin girls, aged 15, and aboy aged
12, had objected to MAIPs having
access to them.

She described MAIPs’ applica-
tion to provide religious educa-
tion, attend Friday prayers and
celebrate Hari Raya Aidilfitri and
Aidiladha as intrusive and not in
the best interest of the children.

She said MAIPs had failed to
establish its case, adding that
there was no reasonable or un-
lawful justification.

“The children told me they do
not want to be Muslims. They
know about MAIPs' application
to have access to them.

“Afterbeing separated for three
years from their mother, they are
now happy. They are going to
school and wish todo well in their
studies.

“After considering all facts and
evidences, I find no merits to this
application. I dismiss this accord-
ingly and there is no order for

costs,” she said in her decision.

Hayatul said she had conducted
separate interviews with the chil-
dren and had told them to be truth-
ful as it was to enable her to know
their thoughts and wellbeing.

She said from the short intro-
duction before the interview
commenced, she found that the
children had good command of
the language, were polite, able to
understand clearly and voiced
their opinion well.

The results of all the inter-
views, she said, were similar.

Hayatul said the children had
lived a traumatic life after being

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PSD okays Anti-Sexual Harassment
tribunal members’ appointments

THE Public Service Department
has approved the appointments
of tribunal members related to
the Anti-Sexual Harassment
Act 2022, the Dewan Rakyat was
told.

Women, Family and Commu-
nity Development Minister
Datuk Seri Nancy Shukri said the
ministry received official ap-
proval from the department on
Tuesday.

“The establishment of this tri-
bunal aims to provide an alter-
native platform to improve
the legal system and the handling
of sexual harassment com-
plaints.

“This tribunal also provides a
platform for the right of redress
for victims who have been sex-
ually harassed,” she said in reply
to Wong Shu Qi (Pakatan Hara-
pan-Kluang).

Wong had asked for the latest
status of the establishment of

the tribunal.

Nancy said the act was being
enforced in stages from March 28.

“The first phase of the act’s
enforcement involves the advo-
cacy of sexual harassment to the
public, while the establishment
of the tribunal is in the second
phase.”

Wong said at present, the focus
was to boost the public’s aware-
ness and understanding regard-
ing sexual harassment.

“This is being translated to the
advocacy programmes being
held in every state.”

To a supplementary question
from Wong on whether the tri-
bunal would be established in ev-
ery state, Nancy said for the time
being, the tribunal would only be
in Kuala Lumpur.

“However, we will scrutinise
the matter should there be a need
for it to be established in other
states.”
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Bukit Aman: Ebit Lew rape probe
findings sent to AGC

KUALA LUMPUR: Two
investigation papers (IP) on
an alleged rape by celebrity
preacher Ebit Irawan Ibrahim
Lew, better known as Ebit Lew,
have been sent to the Attorney
General's Chambers (AGC).

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Crypto investment
scam leaves pensioner
poorer by RM697,000

KUCHING: A pensioner

in his early 70s here lost
nearly RM700,000 after he
was cheated by an online
cryptocurrency investment
group which he joined in
February this year.

Sarawak Police Commisioner
Datuk Mohd Azman Ahmad
Sapri in a statement yesterday
said the victim came across an
advertisement for the scheme
on Facebook and was later
contacted by one 'Cheong
Sheng Hee' via WhatsApp.

“The victim was then added
to a WhatsApp group called
'‘GROUP 02 (A WALKIN THE
WOODS) and attended an
online class on how to invest in
cryptocurrency through an app
called Yomaex,” he said.

He said the victim also
made two bank transfers
totalling about RM&97,000 to

a company early this month
in order to withdraw profits
gained from the crypto
investment.

“The victim only realised
that he had been scammed
after he was unable to
withdraw the profits, and
was also asked to transfer an
additional RM355,000 to the
company.

“The case is being
investigated under Section 402
of the Penal Code for cheating,”
said Mohd Azman.

The police commissioner
advised the public to only
invest in investment platforms
recognised by Bank Negara
Malaysia and the Securities
Commission.

He said those requiring
financial and investment
advice should only contact
registered agents.
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Epoku incentive terminated
after recipient found no longer

working, KPWKM clarifies

PUTRAJAYA: The Ministry of
Women, Family and Community
Development (KPWKM)
yesterday clarified the reason
for terminating the Incentive
Allowance for Disabled Workers
(Epoku) for a senior citizen that
went viral on social media was
because the person was not
working anymore.

According to KPWKM, the
assistance which is operated by
the Social Welfare Department
(JKM) is a government
incentive to encourage persons
with disabilities (PwD) to
continue working, be able to
live independently; and then
become productive members of
society.

This incentive is given to the
PwD group who are working
and earning an income of
RM1500 and below, but when
the income has increased or
the recipient no longer works,
that eligibility is revoked, said
KPWKM.

“The recipient received RM450
from Epoku from September
2020 to August 2023.

“In September 2023, JKM
re-examined and found that

the individual is no longer
working" said KPWKM in a
statement.

In relation to this, KPWKM
said the individual's Epoku was
terminated by JKM after taking
into account the individual is
receiving the Armed Forces
cost of living aid; food basket
assistance from the Federal
Territories Islamic Religious
Council; and Baitulmal monthly
assistance amounting to RM950
per month, in addition to his
wife receiving a pension.

KPWKM said Epoku is among
the assistance schemes for
the PwD group apart from the
Disability Worker's Allowance
(EPC) and Care Assistance
for Disabled or Chronically
Abandoned Patients (BPT).

‘However, the eligibility
conditions must be complied
with to ensure that only those
who are truly qualified and
entitled to receive assistance
will be given the incentive.

“Government resources
are limited and incentives or
assistance to certain groups
are based on eligibility,” added
KPWKM. — Bernama

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Hearing on mum'’s right to
determine son'’s religious
upbringing rescheduled to Jan 18

KUCHING: The High Court here
yesterday rescheduled the hearing
of a case regarding a mother’s right
to her child's religious upbringing
to Jan 18 next year.

The date was fixed after
directions of submissions were
made by judge Zaleha Rosa Pandin.

Previously, the plaintiff's lawyer
Clarice Chan pleaded to the court
for the names of the parties to
be simply referred to as ‘father’,
‘mother’ and ‘child' throughout
the court proceedings in order
to protect their identities, to
which the Senior Federal Counsel
(SEC) Shamsul Bolhassan had no
objection.

The S2-year-old plaintiff filed
an originating summons in early
August to seek a declaration that
she has the right to determine the
religion and upbringing of her
teenage son, who at present has a
Muslim name on his MyKad.

The plaintiff is seeking a court
order to compel the National
Registration Department (JPN),
among others, to record changes
in her son’s MyKad in relation to
religion. The mother named the
Malaysian Births, Deaths and
Adoptions director; the Sarawak
regional registrar of Births and
Deaths; the Identity Card Division
director; the JPN director-general;
JPN; and the federal government,
as the first to sixth defendants

Apart from Chan, the plaintiff is
also represented by lawyer Joshua
Baru

According to previous reports,
the son - born in Sabah and
living in Sarawak - has followed
Buddhism since childhood.

The divorced mother claimed her
son’s Muslim father did not object
to his Buddhist beliefs,

The teenager, born on Oct 18,
2005, never attended Islamic
classes during his schooling years,

never practised Islam and does not
want to be considered a Muslim,
she claimed further.

The mother and the boy's father
were married under Sabah’s Islamic
Family Law Enactment 1992 on
Aug 3, 1999, but the mother
continued to practise Buddhism.

They divorced in 2010 and the
mother was given sole custody
of their son, who was raised as
a Buddhist since birth. Her ex-
husband has remarried and has his
own family now. The mother said
that on July 5 this year, she and her
lawyers encountered issues when
trying to update her son's identity
card information at JPN Sarawak.

She daimed that a JPN
Sarawak staff refused to accept
the application and handed her a
different set of forms to complete.

The mother claimed that she
resubmitted the application on
July 18 along with supporting
documents from her ex-husband
and their son, which JPN accepted.

She said that after her lawyers
wrote to the state JPN, they
received a response on July 31,
indicating that the department
neither granted nor rejected the
application and asked her to fill out
additional forms.

The mother said the forms
were repetitive as they were, in
essence, identical — espedally the
second and third forms - save
for the provisions of the relevant
ordinance.

She contended that as a
Malaysian citizen, she is entitled
to correct the details on her son’s
identity card in the relevant
register in any part of the country.

She also claimed that her son
is known by his Chinese name to
friends, family, teachers and the
local community, and they both
participate in a Buddhist society
here.

Navigating breast cancer risk factors in menopausal women

KUALA LUMPUR: Breast cancer

a pressing health
concern for women across the
globe and there has been much
discussion on how its impact
may fluctuate when a woman is
entering her menopause phase in
life.

In Malaysia, breast cancer
holds the unfortunate distinction
of being the leading cancer
among women. Statistics reveal
that one in 19 Malaysian women
face the risk of developing breast
cancer at some point in their
lives, resulting in approximately
3,500 lives lost annually.

Consultant Clinical Oncologist
from Sunway Medical Centre
Velocity (SMCV) Dr Hafizah
Zaharah Ahmad said it is
essential to understand that
menopause itself does not
inherently increase the risk of
developing breast cancer.

Instead, she said the risk of
breast cancer increases with
age and different seasons in
a woman's life bring distinct
hormonal

These changes do play
a significant role in breast
cancer risk, primarily due to
the influence of hormones like
estrogen and progesterone on
the breast tissue, she added.

According to Dr Hafizah
Zaharah, high levels of estrogen,
especially over a prolonged

period, can stimulate the growth
of breast cells and increase the
risk of mutations that may lead
to cancer.

“This is why factors such as
early onset of menstruation,
late onset of menopause and
hormone replacement therapy
are associated with a higher risk
of breast cancer as they expose
the breast tissue to estrogen for
longer durations,” she added.

She said pregnancy and
breastfeeding temporarily reduce
a woman's exposure to estrogen
and may have a protective effect
against breast cancer.

However, the risk may increase
slightly after giving birth if
the first full-term pregnancy
occurs later in life,” she said in a
statement issued by SMCV.

SMCV Consultant (Breast,
Endocrine and General Surgeon)
Dr Suziah Mokhtar said the risk
can be divided into two key types
of breast cancer - premenopausal,
which is associated with a higher
risk for Hormone-Receptor-
Positive (HR+) breast cancer and
postmenopausal, where there is
an increased risk for Hormone-
Receptor-Negative (HR-) breast
cancer.

“Breast cancer tends to be
more aggressive in younger,
premenopausal women than in
older, post P 1

of the specific treatments that
might work for a patient,” she
said.

Dr Suziah said premenopausal
HR+ women may benefit from
medicines that block the action
of estrogen, but fortunately for

HR+

post en,
alternative  medicines  that
lower estrogen levels may also be
used.

She said when premenopausal
HR+ women are considered to
benefit from estrogen-lowering
medicine, chemical menopause
can be achieved by using a drug
that acts on the brain to suppress
ovulation and the production of
ovarian hormones.

Some women, she said, may
sufferbadlyfromperimenopausal
symptoms such as hot flashes,
sleep problems and vaginal
dryness and they may opt to
use a combination of hormone

alleviate their symptoms, but
can slightly increase the risk of
breast cancer.

Thus, the breast cancer risk
gets bigger, the longer hormone
replacement therapy is used, she
added.

Dr Hafizah Zaharah said a
healthy lifestyle is the key to
managing a host of health issues,
but it is even more essential
in cancer care, adding that fat
in a woman's body converts
certain substances in the blood
into female hormones, which
in return drive breast cancer
growth.

“Obesity disturbs the hormonal
balance in the body. As we gain
excess weight, more insulin, a
hormone produced by an organ
known as the pancreas has to be
secreted to prevent excessive rise
in sugar levels.

“Apart from controlling the
sugar level, insulin increases

cell production and reduces cell
death. That means there is more
opportunity for something to go
wrong in the body and for cancer
to develop,” she said.

Hafizah Zaharah also
shared some of the common
misconceptions about incidences
of menopause and breast cancer,
such as menopause acts as a
shield against breast cancer
or that mammograms are no
longer necessary for menopausal
women.

“Breast cancer risk does
increase with age, and the risk is
higher for women who have not
experienced menopause, but it
does not mean that menopausal

“In fact, breast cancer can
and does occur during and after
menopause,” she said adding
that regular mammograms
remain crucial and life-saving for
menopausal women.

Another misconception, she
said, is that many women assume
all breast lumps as cancerous
when in fact the majority of
breast lumps found during
menopause are benign (non-
cancerous).

However, she cautioned that
a healthcare provider should
evaluate any new lump to rule
out cancer.

Both experts also emphasised
the importance of early detection

and diagnosis of breast cancer.

According to Dr Suziah,
regardless of a woman's
menopausal status,
mammograms and  breast
ultrasounds are pivotal for early
detection, often identifying
cancer years before it becomes
palpable.

Meanwhile, Dr  Hafizah

Zaharah said it is essential to
remember that while hormonal
factors are significant, breast
cancer risk is multifactorial
ranging from genetics, family
history and even environmental
factors.

She also said that regular
breast cancer screening and
consulting with healthcare
professionals can help assess and
manage risks effectively.

“Adopting a healthy diet,
typically high in fibre and low
in fat may indirectly lower a
woman's risk of getting breast
cancer through the lower
incidence of obesity.

“Women who were treated
for the early stage breast cancer
are also less likely to suffer a
relapse of cancer if they adopt a
healthy lifestyle with high fibre
and low-fat diet,” said Dr Hafizah
Zaharah, adding that adequate
exercise and avoiding excessive
weight gain also helped to
reduce the risk of breast cancer.

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‘Most men shy to report’

MEF: Male employees tend to clam up in sexual harassment cases

PETALING JAYA: Male employ-
ees tend to keep matters related
to sexual harassment to them-
selves and are not willing to file
reports to the management, says
the Malaysian Employers Federa-
tion (MEF).

This is driven by the fear of
embarrassment if the mater is
discovered by other colleagues,
said MEF president Datuk Dr Syed
Hussain Syed Husman.

While there are blatant forms
of harassment such as sexual
coercion involving job-related
threats to force the male victim
into a relationship with the
harasser, who can either be a
superior, co-worker, subordinate
or even a client, most forms of
harassment are less obvious, said
Syed Hussain.

“For example, unwelcome
sexual advances towards male
employees. These may include
touching and pressuring for a
date.

“Males who are seen as ‘unmas-
culine’ may also get sexually
harassed more often,” he said.

Syed Hussain was asked to
comment on the recent statement

by Women, Family
and Community
Development Minister
Datuk Seri Nancy
Shukri that more men
had come forward and
lodged reports on
sexual harassment.

Of the 762 sexual
harassment  cases
recorded from July 6
to Oct 2, 187 of them
were reported by men, she said.

Syed Hussain said that although
sexual harassment happens to
both genders, women are more
often victims than men.

Police statistics between 2013
and 2017 indicated that out of a
total of 1,218 reported sexual
harassment cases at the work-
place, 79% involved female vic-
tims while 21% involved male
victims, he noted.

He also said male and female
employees differ in what they
perceive to be sexual harassment.

“Generally, males perceive
fewer acts as sexual harassment
while female employees have a
broader definition of sexual
harassment and perceive the act
as a more serious problem than
their male counterparts.

“Male employees tend to clam

up and are not willing
to file reports to the
management for fear
that the matter may
eventually be known
to all other employees

and cause huge
embarrassment  to
them,” he said.

Under Section 81B
of the Employment
Act, itis mandatory for
employers to investigate com-
plaints of sexual harassment.

“Generally, MEF members are
aware of their obligations under
Section 81B of the Act.

“MEF is also at hand to advise
members on how best to deal
with such complaints,” he added.

He also said that under the Act,
an employee may lodge a com-
plaint with the Labour Depart-
ment director-general if the
employer fails to inquire into his/
her grievance.

Victims may also lodge a police
report and the authorities may
investigate and charge the
perpetrator with criminal offenc-
es under the relevant provisions
of the Penal Code, said Syed
Hussain.

Addressing issues of sexual
harassment at the workplace

should be placed as a priority by
employers as a workplace free of
sexual harassment will lead to
better attendance, retention rate
and productivity, he said.

“Providing a safe and healthy
workplace is also an obligation of
employers under theOccupational
Safety and Health Act,” he said.

Meanwhile, labour and employ-
ment law expert Datuk Thava-
lingam Thavarajah (pic) said
workplace sexual harassment vic-
tims must ensure that they take
action within strict time limits.

He said victims need not be
afraid as the law does not dis-
criminate and statutory protec-
tion is accorded across the board
regardless of gender.

Employers are also legally obli-
gated to investigate cases of
sexual harassment, determine the
outcome, educate and raise
awareness of sexual harassment,
he said, adding that non-compli-
ance is an offence.

“However, even with the law,
employers can only do so much.

“Workers must do their part
such as filing a complaint on time
and providing cogent evidence;
otherwise, employers will be
handicapped in their investiga-
tion,” he said.

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Green light for sex harassment tribunal appointments

KUALA LUMPUR: The Public
Service Department (PSD) has
approved appointments to the
Tribunal for Anti-Sexual Harass-
ment, says Datuk Seri Nancy
Shukri.

The Women, Family and Com-
munity Development Minister
said her ministry was informed of
the approval on Tuesday.

“The tribunal aims to provide
an alternative platform to
improve the legal system and to
handle sexual harassment com-
plaints in a fast, easy manner as
well as with minimal cost,” she
told the Dewan Rakyat yesterday.

She added that the tribunal pro-
vided an effective avenue for
sexual harassment victims to
address their concerns.

She said the Anti-Sexual
Harassment Act 2022 was being
enforced in phases since March
28 this year.

The first phase involved advo-
cacy on sexual harassment to the
public.

“The second phase is on the
formation of the tribunal,” she
added.

Nancy was responding to a
question from Wong Shu Qi
(PH-Kluang) on the current status

of the tribunal

The tribunal is a critical part of
the Anti-Sexual Harassment Act
2022, which was passed by
Parliament in August last year.

It was gazetted on Oct 18, 2022.

Many groups have anticipated
that the tribunal will also be set
up soon.

However, the setting up of the
tribunal has taken longer than
expected by stakeholders, who
have been waiting for the law to
come into force.

Members will comprise a presi-
dent and a deputy, who must
have judicial experience.

There will be a minimum of
five other members who also
must have judicial or legal experi-
ence.

The tribunal will deliberate on
sexual harassment complaints
and provide a mechanism for
anyone who has been sexually
harassed to seek redress.

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High Court
rejects bid
to provide
Islamic
education
to Loh’s kids

KUALA LUMPUR: The High
Court here has dismissed an
application by the Perlis Islamic
Religious and Malay Customs
Council (MAIPs) to provide
Islamic education to three child
converts, who are now under the
care of their non-Muslim biologi-
cal mother, Loh Siew Hong.

Judge Hayatul Akmal Abdul
Aziz, in her judgment, said the
court found no merit in MAIPs’
application.

“MAIPs has failed to establish
its case in its application.

“There is no lawful or reasona-
ble justification for it... after con-
sidering all facts and arguments, I
find no merit in MAIPs’ applica-
tion and dismiss the application.
No order as to costs,” she said.

The judge said given the trau-
matic experiences that the chil-
dren had endured, a “long-drawn,
unnecessary” squabble over
access was not in the best interest
of the children.

“Parties must accept this situa-
tion. Stop denying and interfering
in whatever is left in their grow-
ing up years and respect them as
mature children.

“The children should not be
made by legal machinery to com-
pel them to do what they do not
want to do,” she said.

MAIPs sought a variation order,
among others, to assume respon-
sibility for the children, including
facilitating their attendance at
Friday prayers and participation
in Islamic holidays at a nearby
mosque, providing zakat assis-
tance and supporting their living
expenses, involving education,
essential needs, and welfare.

On Feb 7, the Court of Appeal
allowed MAIPs to be the second
respondent in the divorce petition
filed by Lohs former husband,
Muhammad Nagahswaran
Muniandy, involving the custody
of their three children.

EPOKU berjumlah RM450
bermula September 2020
hingga Ogos 2023. JKM
telah melakukan penelitian
semula pada September
2023 dan mendapati indi-
vidu berkenaan tidak lagi
bekerja,” menurut keny-
ataan itu, yang dikeluarkan
sebagai respons kepada satu
Klip video tular di media so-
sial mengenaiseorang warga
emas OKU yang ditamatkan
bantuan EPOKU.
KPWKM berkata
EPOKU individu berk-
enaan telah ditamatkan
JKM dengan mengambil
kira beliau menerima Ban-
tuan Sara Hidup Tentera,
bantuan bakul makanan
Majlis Agamalslam Wilayah

Persekutuan (MAIWP)dan
bantuan bulanan Baitulmal
berjumlah RM950 setiap
bulan, selain isteri penama
yang menerima pencen se-
bagai pesara kerajaan.

KPWKM berkata
EPOKU merupakan antara
skim bantuan untuk golon-
gan OKU selain daripada
Bantuan OKU Tidak Upaya
Bekerja(BTB)dan Bantuan
Penjagaan OKU Terlantar
atau Pesakit Kronik Ter-
lantar (BPT).

“Namunsyarat-syarat ke-
layakan perlu dipatuhi bagi
memastikan hanya mereka
yang benar-benar layak dan
berhak menerima bantuan
sahaja akan diberikan in-
sentif itu.

Sri Lanka, dengan disyaki
menerima sejumlah bayaran
daripada seorang individu
yang masih bebas.

Beliau berkata dalam
kejadian Kkira-kira jam
10 pagi di Pejabat JIM
Cawangan Kulai itu, kanak-
kanak lelaki warga asing
itu gagal untuk menjawab
beberapa pertanyaan yang
dikemukakan, sekali gus
menimbulkan rasa curiga
kepada pegawai bertugas.

“Hasil pemeriksaan lanjut
mendapati bahawa kanak-
kanak itu tidak bersekolah
seperti yang dinyatakan dan
tidak boleh berbahasa Melayu,
serta hanya menjawab soalan
apabila ditanya dalam bahasa
Inggeris.

“Justeru, pasangan terbabit
ditahan bagi siasatan lanjut di
bawah Seksyen 12 (A) Akta

Pasport 1966,” katanya dalam
kenyataan semalam.

Baharuddin berkata JIM
tidak pernah melantik
mana-mana ejen atau wakil
untuk menjalankan urusan
imigresen dan menegaskan
kepadaorang ramaiagar tidak
terpedaya dengan janji manis
diberikan pulangan lumayan
dengan menjual dokumen diri
atau bakal berdepan hukuman
berat.

“JIM menyeru orang
ramai tampil menyalurkan
maklumat sekiranya
terdapat kegiatan yang
menyalahi undang-undang
dalam usaha memastikan
keamanan negara,” katanya.

MEMAHAMI FAKTOR RISIKO KANSER PAYUDARA DALAM KALANGAN WANITA MENOPAUS

UTUSAN BORNEO (SARAWAK)

Memahami faktor risiko kanser payudara dalam kalangan wanita menopaus

KUALA LUMPUR:
Kanser payudara kekal
menjadi penyakit yang
membimbangkan golongan
wanita di seluruh dunia dan
terdapat banyak perbincangan
mengenai ba; kesannya
boleh berubah-ubah apabila
seseorang wanita memasuki
fasa menopaus.

Di Malaysia, kanser pa-
yudara merupakan pem-
bunuh utama wanita dinegara
ini dengan statistik mende-
dahkan bahawa satu daripada
19 wanita menghadapi risiko
mengalami kanser berkenaan
pada satu tahap dalam hidup
mereka, mengakibatkan kira-
kira 3,500 individu mening-
gal dunia setiap tahun.

Pakar Perunding Onkologi
Klinikal Pusat Perubatan
Sunway Velocity (SMCV)
Dr Hafizah Zaharah Ahmad
berkata, adalah penting
untuk memahami bahawa
menopaus sebenarnya tidak
menyebabkan peningkatan
risiko seseorang mendapat
kanser payudara.

Beliau berkata sebaliknya,
risiko kanser payudara

meningkat seiring usia dan
fasa berbeza dalam kehidupan
wanita yang membawa
perubahan hormon yang
kctara, dengan perubahan itu
me; peranan penting
dalam risiko kanser payudara,
terutamanya disebabkan oleh
pengaruh hormon seperti
estrogen dan progesteron
pada tisu payudara.

Dr Hafizah Zaharah berkata
paras estrogen yang tinggi,
terutamanya dalam tempoh
yang berpanjangan, mampu
merangsang pertumbuhan sel
payudara dan meningkatkan
risiko mutasi yang boleh
menyebabkan kanser.

“Inilah sebabnya mengapa
faktorsepertidatanghaidawal,
lewat mengalami menopaus
dan terapi penggantian
hormon dikaitkan dengan
risiko kanser payudara
yang lebih tinggi, kerana ia
mendedahkan tisu payudara
kepada estrogen untuk
tempoh yang lebih lama.

“Kehamilan dan penyu-
suan bayi juga mengurangkan
wanita terdedah terhadap
estrogen secarasementaradan

mungkin memberi perlind-
ungan terhadap kanser payu-
dara. Risiko bagaimanapun
mungkin meningkat selepas
melahirkan anak sekiranya
kehamilan pertama berlaku
ketika wanita itu lebih beru-
sia,” katanyadalam kenyataan
dikeluarkan oleh SMCV.
Pakar Perunding Pembe-
dahan Payudara, Endokrin
dan Pembedahan Am SMCV
Dr Suziah Mokhtar pula
menjelaskan bahawa risiko
kanser payudarabolehdikate-
gorikan kepada dua jenis
utama, pramenopaus, yang
dikaitkan dengan risiko yang
lebih tinggi untuk mendapat
kanser payudara hormon
reseptor positif (HR+), dan
pascamenopaus dengan ter-
dapat peningkatan risiko un-
tuk kanser payudara hormon
reseptor negatif (HR-).
“Kanser payudara
cenderung menjadi lebih
agresif dalam kalangan wanita
yang lebih muda, dalam fasa
pramenopaus berbanding
wanita yang lebih berusia dan
telah menopaus. Menopaus
boleh ditangani melalui

kaedah perawatan khusus
yang mungkin berkesan
untuk pesakit,” katanya.
Menurut Dr Suziah, wanita
pramenopaus dengan kanser
payudara HR+ mungkin
lebih sesuai dirawat dengan
menggunakan ubat-ubatan
yang menyekat tindakan
estrogen, manakala bagi
wanitapascamenopausdengan
kanser payudara jenis HR+,
perubatan alternatif untuk
menurunkan paras estrogen
juga boleh digunakan.
Beliau berkata apabila
wanita pramenopaus HR+
menerima rawatan bagi
menurunkan tahap estro-
gen, mereka mungkin akan
mengalami menopaus kimia
disebabkan penggunaan ubat
yang merangsang otak untuk
menyekat ovulasi dan penge-
luaran hormon oleh ovari.
Katanya sesetengah wanita
juga mungkin mengalami
simptom perimenopaus yang
teruk seperti ‘hot flashes’
atau muka dan badan berasa
panas, masalah tidur dan
kekeringan vagina dan
mereka boleh menggunakan

kaedah gabungan terapi
penggantian hormon yang
akan mengurangkan simptom
dihadapi, namun ia boleh
meningkatkan sedikit risiko
kanser payudara. Justeru,
risiko kanser payudara lebih
tinggi sekiranya lebih lama
terapi penggantian hormon
digunakan.

Sementara itu, Dr Hafizah
Zaharah berkata gaya hidup
sihat merupakan kunci dalam
menguruskan pelbagai isu
kesihatan, terutamanya dalam
pengurusan penjagaan kanser,
sambil menambah bahawa
lemak di dalam badan wanita
menukar bahan tertentu
dalam darah kepada hormon,
seterusnya mendorong
kepada pertumbuhan kanser
payudara.

“Obesiti mengganggu ke-
seimbangan hormon dalam
badan. Apabila berat badan
kita bertambah, lebih banyak
insulin, hormon yang di-
hasilkan oleh pankreas perlu
dirembeskan untuk mengelak
kenaikan paras gula yang
berlebihan. Selain mengawal
paras gula, insulin turut me-

ningkatkan pengeluaran sel
dan mengurangkan kematian
sel. Ini bermakna terdapat
lebih banyak peluang untuk
sesuatu yang tidak kena ber-
laku dalam badan dan untuk
kanser tumbuh,” katanya.

Dr Hafizah Zaharah
berkata, terdapat tanggapan
salah berkaitan menopaus
dan kanser payudara
seperti menopaus bertindak
sebagai perisai terhadap
kanser payudara atau ujian
mamogram tidak perlu lagi
dijalani oleh wanita yang telah
menopaus.

“Risiko kanser payudara
sememangnya meningkat
seiring usia dan risikonya
lebih tinggi terhadap wanita
yang belum menopaus,
bagaimanapun ini tidak
bermakna wanita menopaus
benar-benar kebal kerana
sebenarnya kanser payudara
boleh dan memang berlaku
ketikadanselepasmenopaus,”
katanya menambah ujian
mamogram secara berkala
penting bagi mengesan
kanser berkenaan oleh wanita
menopaus. — Bernama
