“Cuti hujung minggu, Jumaat
dan Sabtu saya banyak meng-
habiskan masa beramah mesra,
berbual dan bercerita dengan
kawan dan komuniti di situ.

“Saya hanya akan Keluar apa-
bila ada keperluan dan ketika
cuti panjang untuk bertemu dua
anak berusia 13 dan 20 tahun,
yang sulung masih dalam latihan
dan bongsu tinggal di asrama.

“Insya-Allah amanah dan
tanggungjawab 1ni saya laksa-
nakan dengan ikhlas demi masa
depan anak Orang Asli. Kalau
ikutkan rasa takut, namun apa
pun cabaran saya akan tetapi
hadap1,” katanya.

Beliau pernah mengajar di SK
Padang Serai, Kedah, sebelum
membuat pilithan berpindah ke
SK Balar.

Kedai disewa di Pasar Mua-
fakat Sabah di Jalan Suria, Ta-
man Seri Alam di sini, sejak 2018
menjadi tumpuan orang Sabah
untuk mendapat busana tradi-
sional.

Antaranva baju Samrah dipa-

kai untuk majlis keramaian ter-
masuk pertunangan, baju Sably
(busana pengantin), Batawi (bu-
sana in per ) dan

Lapi dipakai pada waktu berni-
kah.

“Baju tradisional pengantin ini
wajib dipakai oleh etnik

Lap1 (busana pengantin lelaki)
yang dihiasi perhiasan berwarna
emas.

“Saya sudah bermastautin di
Johor kira-kira 13 tahun selepas
mengikut suami bekerja. Sebe-
lum ke Johor, saya menemani

Suluk dan Bajau ketika hari per-
nikahan, hari kedua pula mereka
boleh pakai baju moden seperti
gaun dan sebagainya.

“Walau kita duduk jauh dari
negeri kelahiran, budaya itu ha-
rus dikekalkan terutama untuk

didik anak kita 1ke

suami bekerja di Melak
tiga tahun, ketika dia bekerja se-
bagai jurukimpal.

“Selepas berpindah ke Johor,
saya terus membuka kedai pa-
kaian tradisional Sabah. Semua
baju saya dapatkan terus dari
Kota Kinabalu, Sandakan dan
Semporna.

“Alhamdulillah baju tradisio-
nal perkahwinan mendapat ‘tem-
pat’ dalam kalangan orang Sabah
dan penduduk lain bandar ini,”
katanya ditemui di premis di Pa-
sar Muafakat Sabah, di sim1.

Nur Minda berkata, pakalan per-
kahwinan diperbuat daripada
kain baldu dan dijahit perhiasan
berwarna emas.

Katanya, usahanya itu supaya
masyarakat Sabah yang menetap
di Johor Bahru dapat meraikan
perkahwinan mereka dengan
baju adat.

Nur Minda berkata, penerima
an masyarakat Semenanjung ter-
utama di Johor terhadap dirinya
dan rakan Borneo sangat terbu-
ka.

Malah, katanya 70 peratus et-
nik Suluk dan Bajau menetap di
Pasir Gudang dan dipercayai ter-
besar di Semenanjung.

HE Health Ministry is

considering doing away

with compounds against

child offenders under
the Control of Smoking Products
for Public Health Bill 2023, which
is expected to be tabled for sec-
ond reading in the Dewan Rakyat
next month.

Health Minister Dr Zaliha
Mustafa said it was one of the
recommendations by stakehold-
ers, with some suggesting giving
advice or imposing community
service on the minors instead.

Dr Zaliha said she would be
meeting the Parliamentary Spe-
cial Select Committee (PSSC) re-
viewing the Control of Smoking
Products for Public Health Bill
2023 yesterday.

“We will discuss on findings
made by the select committee
that has also done engagement
sessions with stakeholders.

“We (the ministry) will then re-
view them before proceeding
with amendments to the bill, if
necessary,” she told reporters af-
ter launching the Pre-Conference
of Parties, Pre-Meeting of Parties
and Electronic Smoking Device
(ESD) workshop, here, yesterday.

Dr Zaliha said the proposed 65
per cent tax hike on tobacco
products would also be discussed
in the meeting.

She expressed hope that mem-
bers of parliament would support
the proposed law, dubbed the
generational end game (GEG)
bill.

“There will be opposition
against the bill, no doubt. But I
hope that it will get the two-third
majority for it to be passed.”

The bill not only deals with
conventional smoking products,
but also “next generation” prod-
ucts, including electronic and
combustible cigarette products.

It retains the GEG provision, af-
fecting those born on Jan 1, 2007,
onwards.

The ministry had referred the
bill to the PSSC after it was tabled
for the first reading in June.

The 2023 version of the bill in-

corporates amendments suggest-
ed by the PSSC last year, includ-
ing a reduction in the maximum
fine for GEG offenders from
RMS,000 to RMS00, and intro-
duces a provision for community
service as a way to educate and
raise awareness.

Under the proposed law, those
found guilty of selling any tobac-
co products or services for smok-
ing to individuals born on Jan 1,
2007 and beyond face a maxi-
mum fine of RM20,000 and one
year’s imprisonment, and a max-
imum RM30,000 fine and two
years' jail for each subsequent of-
fence.

Corporations found guilty of
the same offence face a maxi-
mum penalty of RM100,000 and
two years’ jail for the first offence
and a maximum fine of
RM300,000 and three years’ im-
prisonment for each subsequent
offence.

Prohibitions were also extend-
ed to the sale of tobacco substi-
tute products and smoking de-

vices to the same age group.

The first version of the bill,
then named “The Control of To-
bacco Products and Smoking Bill
2022”7, was first tabled in Parlia-
ment in July last year.

In her speech earlier, Dr Zaliha
said the government pledged to
uphold efforts to eliminate illicit
trade in tobacco products at the
preparatory meeting with the
World Health Organisation’s
Framework Convention on To-
bacco Control.

She said the discussions would
allow the country to prepare for
the Conference of Parties that
will be held in Panama.

“We must actively engage in
these discussions, share our
knowledge and experiences, and
collaborate effectively.

“Together, we can develop a
unified approach that represents
the interests and needs of the
Western Pacific Region and con-
tributes to the global efforts to
combat tobacco use and smok-
ing,” she said.

Nancy: Child Act review to include provisions against sexual abuse

KUALA LUMPUR: The Child Act
2001 is being reviewed to give it
more bite, and would include
provisions against children sex-
ual abuse.

Women, Family and Commu-
nity Development Minister
Datuk Seri Nancy Shukri said it
would also look into increasing
the severity of punishment on
those found guilty of child abuse.

“Some have said the punish-
ment is too light, and that is why
perpetrators are not scared.

“So we want to strengthen this
act and when the review is done,
we will bring it to Parliament,"
she said after the Advokasi
Kanak-Kanak: Kasih Kanak-
Kanak programme at SK Seri
Tasik here yesterday.

Nancy, however, did not reveal
the timeline for the review.

“We are still reviewing the act,”
she said.

Earlier, she said all children
should be informed on their
rights as a child, and should be
aware of the 24-hour 15999 Talian
Kasih hotline.

She said programmes such as

the Advokasi Kanak-Kanak series
could increase awareness of child
abuse and how children could get
help.

Three family members killed in shophouse fire

SUNGAI PETANI: The remains of
three victims, who died in a fire
that destroyed eight semi-wood-
endouble-storey shoplots in Kota
Kuala Muda here early yesterday,
have been recovered.

The victims were identified as
sewing equipment shop owner
Lim Yang Kooi, 66, his wife Lee
Chew Fong, 61 and her mother
Yong Swee Lan, 93.

A state Fire and Rescue Depart-
ment spokesman said the cause
of the blaze was still under in-
vestigation.

However, it is learnt that the

fire could have been caused by a
short circuit since the building
was more than six decades old.

He did not rule out the pos-
sibility that the victims had tried
to escape before succumbing to
smoke inhalation.

Eight double-storey shoplots in
Jalan Sungai Emas, Kota Kuala
Muda, were gutted in the fire that
broke out at 1.10am yesterday.

After firefighters put out the
fire, the first victim was found in
the living room about 3am, and
the second victim was found
three hours later under the debris

of the front door.

The body of the third victim
was found at 10.15am.

It is understood that the family
previously lived in the shoplot
but moved to a house they had
bought in Kepala Batas in Se-
berang Perai Utara about a year
ago.

Lim and his family would usu-
ally return to their home after
closing the shop in the evening.

for12 months

SIBU: The Magistrates’ Court
here yesterday sentenced a man
to 12 months imprisonment
for committing criminal
intimidation against his mother
by threatening to kill her.

As for Malaysia, he said the
National Health  Morbidity
Survey 2022 revealed that 60,000
Malaysian teens aged 13 to 17
were using drugs and 106,000
tried drugs at least once in their
lifetime.

Agency (AADK) registered 137176
addicts.

“With rapid changes in our
social and economic climate,
coupled with increased
availability and promotion of
drugs and the demand for them,
there is an increasing magnitude
of the global drug abuse problem
which makes people, especially
youth, more vulnerable and likely
to engage in drug use and drug-
related risk-taking behaviour,” he
said.
