N 11-year-old boy was alleged-
ly killed by his stepfather’s
friend at the Felda Sahabat 30
Worker’s Housing here.

In the 7Z.30am incident on Saturday,
the boy was left with the suspect as his
parents went to work at the nearby oil
palm plantation.

District police chief Assistant Com-
missioner Dr Rohan Shah Ahmad said
that upon receiving information about
the incident, a police team went to the
scene to conduct an investigation.

Police found the boy covered in blood

His left hand was also severed.

“The police are searching for the sus-
pect, identified as a 33-year-old foreign
man named Paulus Poka Lolo, who
works as a general worker at the oil palm
plantation,” he said in a statement yes-
terday.

Rohan said the investigation found
that the suspect was a friend of the boy’s
stepfather, who fled after the incident.

“The motive for the incident is still
unknown.

Disabled former news editor laments exclusion from getting welfare aid

SERIAN: A former media practitioner,
Edwin Jemat Nangkai hopes to receive
some form of welfare assistance from
the state government in order for
him to go through his daily life after
becoming disabled in 2016.

Edwin, 70, is partially paralysed after
having been involved in a motorcycle
accident seven years ago.

Having served in the newspaper
industry for some 20 years, he started
his career as a part-time reporter
with the then Sarawak Tribune and
also The Borneo Post, before his last
engagement as a full-time editor for
Utusan Borneo’s Iban news section.

Edwin, who was met at his house
at Kampung Sungai Barie yesterday,
shared his plight with the press.

“At the moment, | don't get any sort
of welfare assistance from the state
government and when I applied for
assistance, the relevant authorities say
that | am a pensioner and therefore,
not qualified.

“Even after I registered myself as a
person with disabilities, | still did not

get any sort of assistance. My wife
does not earn any income because she
has to devote all her time in taking
care of me, while my children, on the
other hand, have their own families to
take care of,” said the retired teacher,
who is fondly referred to as ‘Cikgu’ by
his former colleagues.

The saddest part, according to
Edwin, was he has yet to receive any
response on his Kenyalang Gold Card
application.

“Perhaps there are more of such cases
out there who are in need and have
been deprived of such aid,” he said.

Earlier, Edwin received a visit from
a Malaysian National News Agency
(Bernama) delegation led by Sarawak
bureau chief Hamdan Ismail to which
he was presented a cheque for aid
under the Tabung Kasih@HAWANA.

Tabung Kasih@HAWANA, with
Bernama as its implementing agency,
is the initiative of the Ministry of
Communications and Digital to help
the media community who are facing
difficulties and life challenges.

According to Hamdan, Edwin is one
of the three media practitioners in
Sarawak receiving assistance from
Tabung Kasih@HAWANA this year
upon recommendation by local media
fraternities.

The other two who received the aid
earlier were RTM staff Irwan Budi
Annuar and former Sarawak Tribune
sports editor Juary Mesa.

Hamdan also shared his hope to find
a long-term solution to help media
members who are facing difficulties
and life challenges.

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Groups: Focus on single mums and working women

PETALING JAYA: Women groups
want Putrajaya to focus on single
mothers, working women and
childcare in Budget 2024, which is
due to be tabled on Oct 13 in the
Dewan Rakyat.

Women Lawyers Association
president Goh Siu Lin said there
must be allocations set aside to
cater to the needs of single moth-
ers and working women as they
face challenges such as limited
income, difficulties in finding
nearby registered childcare cen-
tres and time to navigate their
demanding schedules.

“We have to determine who
exactly are the single parents and
the number of single mother
households. Are they getting suffi-
cient alimony from former spous-

es if they are divorced?

“It is very challenging living as
asingle parent or workingwoman
because you have various limita-
tions.

“So how can we support women
to manage these two very impor-
tantroles - being a career woman
and a mother?

“These women are equally
ambitious, but also they want to
do a good job of bringing up the
family but do they have enough
sup‘Fon to juggle all these?” she
said when contacted.

Goh said to ease the predica-
ment of single parents, there
should be more registered child-
care centres, especially near offic-
es

The government, she said,
could play a role by providing the
budget for training new caregiv-
ers.

“Otherwise, mothers need to
travel here and there just to find a
decent childcare centre. Peace of
mind is very important both at
work and home,” she said.

At the same time, Goh said
there must be specialised family
courts with onsite counsellors
and mediation centres so that
children, too, could have their
representatives.

This way, she said the voice of
the children could be brought
forward by a neutral party.

“It is usually the adults who get
representation but the voices of
the children are not adequately
brought forward.

“There needs to be funds for
training the child representatives
and to subsidise the cost of child
representatives.

“Also, there must be a budget
put aside to create more aware-

ness such as roadshows, aside
from training more child law-

yers,” she said.
Meera Samanther, former
Women’s Aid Organisation (WAO)

resident, said there must be
ong-term measures in place to
protect the well-being of women
for decades to come.

Better access to healthcare and
public tr: ortation are impor-
tant, especially for women living
in urban areas and in light of the
rising cost of living, she said.

Meera said women in the coun-
try would also like to see more
assistance given to people with
disabilities and senior citizens.

“Malaysia needs to act on
ensuring nationwide first and
last-mile connectivity of its pub-
lic transport system with acces-
sibility for people with disabili-
ties and senior citizens guaran-

teed through appropriate infra-
structure and services.

“Access to healthcare as a basic
human right can only be support-
ed with public transport that is
friendly to ple with disabili-
ties and senior citizens,” she said.

“Our third wish list is for the

overnment to recognise accessi-
ility as a fundamental right, not

a special need.byaddresmﬁov:r-
ious communication methods,

such as screen readers for blind
persons, Augmentative and
Alternative ~ Communication
devices for non-speaking individ-
uals, and access to legal aid and
justice for the people with disabil-
ities community.

“This aligns with our nation’s
digital transformation efforts
while considering the 16% of the
polcaLulation with disabilities,” she
