Getting more women back into labour force

KUALA LUMPUR: Affordable
childcare centres are to be set
up in a move to get more women
to join the labour force, Prime
Minister Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim said.

Announcing this as one of the
initiatives of the Care Economy,
he also said that the government
would allocate RM10 million
to facilitate the licensing of
unregistered nurseries and
childcare centres in the country.

Anwar, who is also the
Finance Minister, made the
announcement at the launch
of the ‘Madani Economy:

Empowering the People’
initiative here.
He sald the rate of

participation of women in the
labour force was at a low 555
per cent and should be raised
to 60 per cent for Malaysia to
be more comparable in terms
of the regional economy.
Comparatively, the rate of
participation of men in the
labour force is 80.9 per cent, he
added.

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Lovers spared gallows,
jailed 30 years plus
caning for killing baby

PUTRAJAYA: A man and his
girifriend were spared the gallows
by the Court of Appeal yesterday
for killing their newborn baby
girl who was found with a sock
stuffed in her mouth.

Fikri Hakim Kamaruddin, 27,
and Nurul Filzatun Sahirah Abdul
Aziz 28 were instead sentenced
to 30 years in jail The court also
ordered Fikri to be whipped 12
times.

In dismissing the duo's appeal
on conviction, the three-man
panel of judges led by Justice
Datuk Vazeer Alam Mydin
Meera said after considering the
evidence, the court found that the
prosecution has proven that there
was common intention by the duo
to commit the offence. He also
said there was no contradiction in
the evidence given by the nurse
and the doctor in the trial

On sentence, Justice Vazeer
said at the time the High Court
handed down the sentence on the
duo in 2021, the punishment for
murder was mandatory death.

Justice Vazeer said following
the amendment to the law, the
mandatory death sentence has
been abolished and the court has
beengwenthechomordlscretm
to impose a death sentence or
imprisonment of 30 to 40 years
and a minimum 12 strokes of the
cane for male offenders.

After considering the
mitigations and the facts of the
case, we are using our discretion
to replace the death sentence
to 30 years in jail for both of
the appellants (Fikri and Nurul
Filzatun) from the date of arrest,
he said, adding that Fikri would
also receive 12 strokes of caning.

The other judges were Justices
Datuk Hadhariah Syed Ismail and
Datuk Wong Kian Kheong.

This is the first murder case to
be heard by the Court of Appeal
after the amendment to the
law in April this year to abolish
the mandatory death sentence.
Under the amendment, judges
were given the option to impose
jail terms instead of the death

penalty.

Fikri and Nurul Filzatun were
found guilty by the High Court
in Johor Bahru on Oct 31, 2021 for
killing their baby girl in a house in
Taman Bandar Penawar Utama,
Bandar Penawar, Kota Tinggi,
Johor Bahru between 10.50pm on
Dec 12, 2017 and 10.41am the next
day.

According to the facts of the
case, Nurul Filzatun had given
birth to the baby in a house and
was brought to the Kota Tinggi
Hospital emergency ward after
she suffered from bleeding post
iabour. She informed a nurse at
the emergency ward that she had
given birth to a baby but the baby
was taken by her boyfriend

On Dec 5,2017, Fikni told a police
officer that the baby had been
buried. He then led a police team
to a forest area in Kampung Panti
Kota Tinggi where he buried the
baby. The team found the baby’s
corpse and sent it for a post-
mortem. Autopsy results showed
that the baby, who weighed 1.8kg,
had been alive at the time of
birth and the cause of death was
through smothering. The body
was found with a small black and
blue coloured sock stuffed into
her mouth. Both Fikri and Nurul
Filzatun were arrested on Dec 5,
2017.

In mitigation, both Fikri's
counsel Anita Vijaya Rajah and
Nurul Filzatun's lawyer Shaik
Saleem Shaik Mohamed Daud
asked the court not to impose the
death sentence.

Anita Vijaya said her client had
been in love with Nurul Filzatun
since 2016 and they were victims
of circumstances. She said the
duo have another child which
was given away.

Deputy public prosecutor (DPP)
Datuk Mohd Dusuki Mokhtar,
who was assisted by DPP Khairul
Aisamuddin Abdul Rahman,
urged the court to maintain the
death sentence, and if the court
disagreed with him, he asked the
court to impose at least a 35-year
jail term on the duo.

PUTRAJAYA: A proposal to
increase the study hours for the
lessons on reproductive health
to raise awareness among pupils
and students will be submitted
to the Cabinet, said Deputy
Prime Minister Datuk Seri Dr
Ahmad Zahid Hamidi.

problem and we must find ways
to stop it,” he said.

Ahmad Zahid also said the
National Social Coundil will urge
the Cabinet to take immediate
action to tackle online scams
that have caused victims to lose
nearly RM1 billion a year, adding
that measures are urgently
needed to prevent it from
causing a bigger social problem.

He said to deal with online
fraud cases, the Commercial
Crime Investigation Department
(JSJK) of the police force needs
advanced equipment and new
recruitment.

Besides that, Ahmad Zahid
said the council has also agreed
that Bank Negara Malaysia
(BNM) should instruct banks
to provide facilities for persons

with disabilities in stages.

At the same press conference,
Nancy said the Ministry of
Women, Family and Community
Development (KPWKM)
would prepare the proposal
on the measures to curb social
activities involving teenagers
to be presented to the Cabinet
Soon.

“We (KPWKM) have organised
reproductive health education
programmeseverywhereand will
be extending the programmes to
schools,” she said, adding that
KPWKM has also conducted
a survey involving unmarried
individuals aged 13 to 24.

The survey indicates that 68.8
per cent of individuals aged 16 to
24 and 312 per cent of teenagers
between the age of 13 and 15
have had sexual intercourse.

Zahid: More needed to tackle teens’ lack of reproductive health knowledge

PUTRAJAYA: Increasing the
amount of class time for repro-
ductive and social health educa-
tion (PEERS) in schools are among
the measures to be taken to
address social issues, says Datuk
Seri Dr Ahmad Zahid Hamidi.
The Deputy Prime Minister said
certain social problems stemmed
from the fact that teenagers, some
as young as 13 years old, were

engaging in sexual activities.

“This matter needs to be
addressed and requires collabo-
ration between ministries.

“Among what has been decided
is to set aside more time on repro-
ductive knowledge for better
awareness among students,” he
said after chairing the National
Social Council meeting yesterday.

However, he did not indicate
what would be the proposed addi-
tional time to be allocated for
these lessons.

PEERS education is currently

being taught at ?nmary and sec-
ondary schools 30 minutes a
week.

Ahmad Zahid said poor sexual
and reproductive health knowl-
edge among Malaysian teenagers

might have left them unaware of

the implication of engaging in
sexual activity.

“The meeting had several
papers presented and it has been
decided for them to be brought to
the Cabinet’s attention so that

drastic measures can be taken to
address the problem,” he added.

According to the Health
Ministry’s National Health and
Morbidity Survey 2022, 33% of
the respondents admitted to hav-
ing sex before they reached 14
years of age.

The surveyhad 154,646 respond-
ents aged between 13 and 17.
