Ketagihan seperti bermain permainan video
yang terdapat dalam gajet menyumbang kepada
penggunaan bahasa asing dalam kalangan Kka-
nak-kanak, sekali gus mempengaruhi pertuturan
seharian mereka.

Mana tidaknya, jika mereka kerap bermain per-
mainan video dalam talian, secara umum bahasa
yvang digunakan sepanjang sesi itu adalah bahasa
Inggeris. Jika di Asia Tenggara, rata-ratanya ge-
mar menggunakan bahasa Indonesia.

Meskipun kita tidak menolak hal sedemikian turut
membantu dalam memperluaskan penguasaan ba-
hasa asing, tanpa panduan ibu bapa ia sebenarnya
berpotensi mengurangkan kemahiran berbahasa
kebangsaan. Malah, dalam sesetengah kes turut
mempengaruhi kemahiran bertutur serta menulis
malah membaca. Hal ini tentu sahaja akan mem-
beri kesan kepada pencapaian akademik mereka.
Bagaimanapun, bukan bermakna penggunaan
gajet dalam kalangan kanak-kanak tiada manfaat.
Penggunaan gajet boleh memberikan akses kepada

yang betul dan tepat, selain mendedahkan mereka
dengan sumber bahan bacaan serta pengajaran
yang sesual dalam bahasa kebangsaan dan asing.

HE tourism, arts and cul-

ture minister has warned

fortourism in Kelantan if
more women are fined for wear-
ing “indecent” clothes.

Datuk Seri Tiong King Sing, ina
Facebook post, said such actions
could cause concern and have a
massive impact on the local pop-
ulation and tourists.

He was referring to an incident
on Sunday, when Kota Baru Mu-
nicipal Council enforcement of-
ficers issued a compound to a 35-

year-old woman for indecent
dressing in her shop.

The woman, who was wearing a
pair of shorts, was found to have
breached Section 34 of the mu-
nicipal council’s Busi-
ness and Industrial
Trade By-Laws 2019.

Tiong also advised
Pas leaders who gov-
ern Kelantan to learn
from Muslim coun-
tries such as Saudi
Arabia, which have
developed their
tourism sector with-
out denying the rights
of people of other
faiths.

“I call upon every-
one, especially Pas
leaders, to learn from
Islamic countries
such as Saudi Arabia,
which are advanced and growing
in their tourism sector, without
denying the rights of others of
different religions.

“I would like to again remind ev-
eryone, regardless of party, religion

or race, that Malaysia is a country
with a multiracial society.”

He also quoted articles 3(1) and
8 of the Federal Constitution,
which state that non-Muslims are
free to practise their
respective religions
and are protected
from discrimina-
tion.

Tiong also
stressed that he, as
a non-Muslim, has
never denied or
questioned any re-
ligion or race in the
country.

“As Malaysians
who love this coun-
try, we must have
mutual respect and
celebrate our diver-
sity, and uphold the
Federal Constitu-
tion.”

The move by the municipal
council had come under fire from
various quarters, including a
leader from Pas’ fellow Perikatan
Nasional party, Parti Pribumi

Bersatu Malaysia.

Bersatu Legal and Constitution
Bureau deputy chairman Sasha
Lyna Latif had said the council
has no power to regulate clothing
or morality.

She had said section 34(2)(b) of
the council’s by-laws exceeds the
powers given to the council by
section 102 of the Local Govern-
ment Act 1976.

“Section 102 permits the coun-
cil to make by-laws only for
‘health, safety and well-being’.
No power is granted to regulate
clothing or morality.”

However, Pas president Tan Sri
Abdul Hadi Awang, in a Facebook
post on Wednesday, defended the
move.

He said non-Muslims must
dress modestly to protect their
dignity and to be respected by all
religions and civilised nations.

“They should not be so liberal
that there is noshame like ‘sense-
less animals’ and dishonour,
which are sweeping Western
countries now,” said the Marang
member of parliament.

Jaafar Athan, 55, who was
paralysed after a road accident
30 years ago, ventured into the
business in 2010 by investing
RM450 to buy basic equipment
to make the crafts.

He said he makes belts,
purses, bags and card holders,
among others, and can earn
more than RM2,000 a month
from his shop in Felda Tenang

Then I started growing
pepper, but I had to give up
cultivation because | could only
move around in a wheelchair to
tend the plants.

“Friends encouraged me to
work indoors. So, | ventured
into this craft after learning it
from friends and tutorials on
YouTube,” he said when met by
Bernama at the ‘Majestic Johor
Durian Retreat” programme

here, organised for the media by
Tourism Johor.

As the small business gained
momentum, he decided to open
the Kraf Kulit Jaafar Enterprise
in Felda Tenang in 2012 and the
gallery has proven to be popular
among tourists.

According to him, the
handicrafts are made from
various types of animal skin,
including cow, goat, buffalo and
horse hide.

He uses his creativity to
fulfil the orders of customers
according to their needs and
fashion trends.

Due to his persistence and

“We also go further, by
providing them with trainings
and counselling services.

“The homeless at TTG are not
only given a safe place to stay
but also provided with courses
focusing on income generating
skills including sewing, weaving,
gardening and fish farming
so they can finally become
independent. They are also
taught by trainers there on how
to read and write.

“We also do job matching
and we have quite a number of
those who have successfully
got a job such as taking care of
public toilets and working at
coffee shops, carwash, as well as
becoming security guards,” she
said.

Some of the homeless have
also been reconnected with their
families, added Fatimah.

“Some of them become
homeless when there is problem
with their family and they leave
their house and are willing to
sleep on the sidewalk. So we also
informed their family to bring
them back home.

“At the end of the day, it is

about placing them back into the
community and with the skills
that they have acquired during
their stay at the TTG, we hope
they can become independent
and contribute back to their
families and community,” she
said.

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Parliament must protect
children and refugees

IN commemorating World
Refugee Day, I recall last
month’s roundtable organised
by the All Party Parliamentary
Group Malaysia (APPGM) on
Refugee Policy through its
secretariat, the Geutanyoe
Foundation.

It was my first time meeting
the new chairman of the
group - the MP for Bukit
Bendera Syerleena Abdul
Rashid - and her introductory
speech gave me confidence
that she and her fellow MPs
from both sides of the aisle
would make important policy
contributions.

The very existence
of APPGMs, alongside
Parliamentary Select
Committees, marks a
significant reform in our
policymaking since 2018. For
the first time, backbench
MPs and senators have a
platform to officially include
civil society advocates,
activists and academics in
policymaking.

I began my speech by
referencing first Yang di-
Pertuan Agong's royal address
in 1959, urging members of the
House to “conduct your affairs
in such a way that Parliament
will be a shining beacon of
democracy at its brightest and
best.”

The two papers launched
that day focused on i
Some 107,000 have registered
with the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees,
but there are probably several
multiples of that number in
Malaysia. Over the years, the
policies and narratives about
the community have been
chaotic, driven by shifting
domestic and foreign policy
demands.

1 remember being told to
welcome and defend Rohingya
as our Muslim brothers and
sisters. Then we were told
not to be too nice, like letting
them attend our schools, or
‘stealing’ our jobs (but read
IDEAS paper on the economic
benefits of letting refugees
work!).

Recently, we have seen
actual violence on Rohingya
communities being committed
and even championed on
TikTok, including forced
removal from mosques
during prayer (so much for
‘welcoming our Muslim
brothers).

Addressing such material
online therefore joins the
recommendations from the
two papers, which advocate
whole-of-society approaches
including ceasing immigration
detention of refugee
communities, implementing
community-based alternatives,
utilising lessons from similarly
situated countries, providing
work rights, employing multi-
stakeholder partnerships
at all levels and promoting
engagement between the
refugee community, private
sector, Malaysian ditizens,
civil society organisations and
international organisations.

As a priority, clear policies
and legal documentation of
refugees would help solve the
other issues.

The ensuing conversation
between the backbenchers and
former ministers was fantastic,
with everyone agreeing that
changes to policy must be based
on evidence. There were also
invitations to visit communities
which will significantly raise
the level of understanding.

Optimism among refugee
and children’s advocates
was further enhanced by the
Cabinet’s agreement to amend
the Federal Constitution to
enable children born overseas
to Malaysian mothers married
to foreigners to automatically
become citizens. There were
also discussions on approving
citizenship for children in the
context of adoption, and a pilot
programme on Alternatives to
Detention.

Now, while that
constitutional amendment has
indeed been announced, others
have emerged alongside that
could be disastrous.

As per a letter by civil
society organisations including
Yayasan Chow Kit, “the
proposal to remove the existing
constitutional protection for
some categories of stateless
children, leaving them without
any protection at all, does not
make sense and is contrary
to the Government’s stated
aim to reduce childhood
statel the ber of
stateless people in Malaysia
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has risen due to a cycle of
deprivation and vulnerability.
Foundlings, children separated
from parents with no proof of
parentage, children born out
of wedlock, adopted children,
and children who were born

to stateless parents are all
affected by statelessness.”

The letter calls upon the
Government to reconsider the
proposed amendments and hold
a proper consultative dialogue
with all relevant stakeholders
so that any amendments are
just, proportional, and in the
best interests of children.

Colleagues were also
praising the statement by
Tan Sri Shahrizat Abdul
Jalil who pointed out that
the constitution currently
guarantees that any child not
born a citizen of any country is
afforded Malaysian citizenship
by operation of law: “The
constitution ensures that these
children are able to access basic
rights, including healthcare,
education, and shelter. Itisa
form of protection, because
we recognise that children
are innocent, and not to be
blamed for their situation. My
years as minister of women,
family and community
development have taught me
that removing such protections
will only create a host of new
needs for an already severely
marginalised group of children
while simultaneously further
exacerbating pervasive
structural challenges.”

At the same time, there is
great disappointment among
civil society that ministers
who know better (and indeed
have engaged with us!)
have remained silent. That
disappointment will soon turn
into anger.

History shows that
politicians do not mind
enraging a proportion of
their voters - but I hope they
realise the enormous, multi-
generational consequences that
faulty policies for children and
refugees will have for the whole
country.

‘Hold Bill on stateless kids'

Suhakam: More clarity needed before change made to law

PETALING JAYA: Activists have
called on the Home Ministry to
carry out more meetings with
civil rights groups before tabling
the proposed amendments to the
Constitution on the fate of state-
less children in the country.

Although they have lauded the
government’s effort in dealing
with stateless children born over-
seas to Malaysian mothers, it
would also need to consider the
plight of other stateless children
in the country.

They claimed that the proposed
amendments, likely to be tabled
in the Dewan Rakyat this year,
would cast doubt on the status of
stateless children who had been
abandoned, born out of wedlock
or adopted as they would need to
prove that they were children of
Malaysians in their applications
to become citizens.

Children Commissioner Dr
Farah Nini Dusuki described the

rodposed amendments as “wilful-

E angerous” as they could lead

to exclusion of many stateless
n.

“More consultations should be
held with all the relevant stake-
holders to ensure that the weak-
nesses in the law and Federal
Constitution be addressed for
clarity,” the Malaysian Human
Rights Commission (Suhakam)
said when contacted yesterday.

Dr Farah, a senior lecturer at
Universiti Malaya’s law faculty,

said the proposed amendments
should aim to reduce the number
of stateless of children in the
country.

She was commenting on the
June 24 meeting held between
stakeholders and the Home

Mmisr{ on the proposed consti-
tutional amendments.

Child activist Datuk Hartini
Zainuddin said stateless children
born overseas to Malaysian moth-
ers were just one category of
stateless children in the country.

She said the proposed amend-
ments should also address the
issue of other stateless children in
the country.

“What about the children born
out of wedlock, babies who have
been abandoned due to teen preg-
nancies and generations of state-
less people in Chow Kit, Klang and
Sabah?” she said.

She said a more comprehensive
approach should be taken before
the amendments were tabled to
include updating the archaic
adoption laws.

According to data from the
National Registration Department,
there are over 500,000 illegitimate
children born out of wedlock in
the country between 2000 and
2015.

The issue of stateless children
must be handled not only by the
Home Ministry but other minis-
tries including health and educa-
tion, Hartini said.

Director of the development of
human resources for rural areas
social protection Maalini Ramalo

said more meetings should be
held with the government before
the proposed amendments were
tabled.

“The one-off engagement with
civil society organisations on June
24 will not be enough.

“It is crucial that the National
Registration Department and the
Home Ministry work hand in
hand with various entities and
stakeholders to achieve a more

amicable solution,” she said.
While addressing the plight of
stateless children born to

Malaysian mothers abroad is
commendable, the issue of state-
less children must be looked at in
its entirety.

It is learnt that one of the pro-
posed amendments is to Article
14(1)(b) is in regard to citizenship
for children born overseas to
Malaysian mothers.

The proposed amendment will
see the word “father” be replaced
by the word “parent”.

Other proposed amendments
will see the exclusion of applica-
tion for citizenship by children
born in the country to permanent
residents under Article 14(a) as
the words “permanent residents”
would be removed from the pro-
vision.

Currently, children born to
Malaysian fathers and permanent
residents can apply for citizen-
ship under the Federal
Constitution.

Other proposed amendments
will have the effect of creating a
“new class” of stateless children

born in the country whose par-
ents’ nationalities are unknown,
according to child activists.

The civil rights groups also
want the proposed amendment to
Article 15 (1) to allow a foreign
man married to a Malaysian
woman to have the right to apply
for citizenship to be included.

Article 15(1) applies only to
women married to Malaysians.

In March, Home Minister Datuk
Seri Saifuddin Nasution Ismail
told the Dewan Rakyat that there
were 688 citizenship applications
involving children born to
Malaysian mothers abroad.

Of the 150,000 citizenship appli-
cations received by the ministry,
he said, most of cases involved
stateless children and children
born out of wedlock.

On June 27, The Star highlight-
ed a letter Prof Datuk Dr Shad
Saleem Faruqi on the proposed
amendments titled “One step for-
ward, several steps back”.

The Universiti Malaya Tunku
Abdul Rahman chair lauded the
government's effort to deal with
stateless children born to over-
seas Malaysian mothers.

However, he expressed con-
cern over some accompanying
regressive proposals that alleged-
ly seek to tighten the law on
nationality.

“Some of these proposals are
inhuman, cruel, heartless and in
violation of our international
obligations under the UN
Convention on the rights of the
child,” he said.

PETALING JAYA: Any recur-
rence of the incident where a
non-Muslim woman was fined
for wearing shorts in public
will negatively impact tourism
in Kelantan, the Tourism, Arts
and Culture Minister has
warned.

“If such an incident occurs
again, it will cause concern and
leave a massive impact on
locals and tourists,” he wrote
on Facebook yesterday.

Tiong was referring to an
incident in Kota Baru last
Sunday where a non-Muslim
businesswoman was slapped
with a compound for “indecent
dressing” despite being inside
her own shop.

The compound was issued by
the Kota Baru Municipal
Council under Section 34(2)(b)
of the council’s Business and
Industrial Trade By-Laws 2019.

The woman was quoted as
saying that she had been selling
women’s clothes at the shop for

the past two years, and it was
the first time she had been
issued a compound notice.

Aphoto thatwent viral online
shows a person, said to be the
woman, wearing an oversized
top over shorts.

Tiong, also the Bintulu MP,
cites Articles 3(1) and 8 of the
Federal Constitution as stating
that non-Muslims are free to
practise their respective reli-
gions and protected from dis-
crimination.

“As a non-Muslim, I never
deny or question any faith or
race in this country.

“As Malaysian people who
love our country, (we should)
respect one another, celebrate
diversity, love one another
while upholding the Federal
Constitution,” he said.

In a statement on Monday,
the council defended its action
and said business holders must
ensure they and their workers
are dressed, clean and tidy
when carrying out any trade,
business or industrial activities.

“Non-Muslims must also
dress decently, and if their
workers are Muslims, they
must wear clothing covering
their aurat,” it said.

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Groups urged to sponsor inmates

O Better education would help ex-convicts have future upon release, says prison director

KAJANG:  External arties, whether
individuals or groups and non-governmental
organisations (NGO), are encouraged to
provide sponsorship to finance the studies of
prison inmates who wish to pursue a diploma
or higher level course.

Kajang Prison director Mohd Roslen Ramli
said many inmates have expressed desire to
continue their studies but face financial
constraints to pay for their fees, Bernama
reported.

“These inmates want to continue their
studies but do not have the money. Therefore,
with sponsorship or donations from external
parties, we can pay for their fees, be it for a
bachelor’s degree or right up to a doctor of
philosophy (PhD)."

He said with a better level of education,
inmates who are about to be released will
have a good opportunity to have a career, in

addition to the skills acquired during their
prison rehabilitation.

“The inmates will also have a future when
they are released. If they have a certificate in
higher-level education, there is a possibility it
would attract employers to hire them.

“A better level of education is not a
guarantee that an ex-convict gets a job, but it
is an improvement that helps them to be more
marketable.”

Mohd Roslen said for this reason, the
Prisons Department welcomes any outside
party to come forward to provide sponsorship
or financial contributions so that ex-convicts
would have a higher level of education as well
as employment opportunities upon their
release.

He added that currently, there are more
than 10 inmates who are furthering their
studies full-time at various levels, including

one who is pursuing a PhD at Kajang Prison.

One inmate, known as Zubir (not his real
name), said he did not have money or
financial resources to further his studies.

However, with sponsorship from NGO and
individuals, he and other inmates were able to
continue their studies.

“Now, 1 am doing my PhD in business
administration. All this while, beginning with
my bachelor’s degree, my tuition fees were
paid for by NGO and individuals.

“We do not have the money to pay for our
fees. That is why we hope for donations from
external parties to help us continue our
studies, which would help us get jobs once we
are released.”

Mohd Roslen said there were ex-convicts
who have gained employment after being
released with the certificates they obtained
while pursuing their studies in prison.

“Ex-convicts need to be given a chance just
like other people. They need to be given
opportunities to live Kcllcr lives on the
outside of prison.

“If there are any individuals, companies or
NGO that are interested in helping inmates
further their studies, they can come
personally to Kajang Prison or deal with
the Prisons Department headquarters at the
prison management division or policy
division to discuss how to make this
a success.”

Meanwhile, Open University Malaysia
(OUM) vice-chancellor Assoc Prof Dr Ahmad
Izanee Awang said currently, there are no
scholarships offered to prison inmates and
tuition fees are borne in full by their family
members.

“There are some who withdraw from their
Employees Provident Fund and some that are
sponsored by NGO.

“If the ?; are an alumni of OUM or a senior
citizen, they are eligible for a discount on
tuition fees.”
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Johor to relocate 165 squatter families

JOHOR BAHRU: The state ent here is
working on relocating 165 squatter families in
Kampung Hajah Hasnah after they were served
with eviction notices informing them that their
houses will be demolished.

State Housing and Local Government
Committee chairman Datuk Mohd Jafni Md
Shukor said all 165 families have been identified
as eligible for the offer to relocate.

“Some of them are only tenants and not the
original residents of Kg Hajah Hasnah. However,

the state mment is working on resolving this
issue so thatno Johorean is left without a roof over
their heads”

He said the 165 families were part of the 253
families who initially received the notice, of which
54 families already own units at the Johor Bahru
Fastern Dispersal Link Expressway (EDL) flats,
while 34 families are permanent residents or
foreigners, who own properties elsewhere.

Another 22 dilapidated or vacated houses
were demolished on Monday, he said.

JOHOR TO RELOCATE 165 SQUATTER FAMILIES

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Mohd Jani said Kampung Hajah Hasnah,
which is in Plentong, is one of the squatter areas
in the state and in 2008, the original residents
of the village were offered 2,720 units at the
EDL flats.

“All the original villagers have moved to the
EDL flats, but because the squatter houses were
not demolished, some of them had rented it out
or let family members occupy them.

“This ilagc is situated on reserve land that is
only 50m from a river bank.
