Dengan unjuran pertumbuhan
Keluaran Dalam Negara Kasar
(KDNK) berkadar empat hingga
lima peratus menjelang akhir
2024, Malaysia kini memberi
tumpuan ke arah mewujudkan
lebih banyak pekerjaan yang me-
nyediakan gaji sara hidup selari
produktiviti dan menawarkan
perlindungan sosial mencukupi
untuk melonjak taraf hidup rak-
yat.

Matlamatnya adalah dengan
memudahkan capaian peluang
pekerjaan dalam Kkalangan rak-
yat Malaysia dan mengekalkan
kerjaya mereka.

Namun, apabila menyentuh isu
tenaga kerja, terdapat jurang an-
tara wanita dan lelaki berkaitan
peluang pendapatan.

Menurut Bank Dunia, wanita
kurang terlibat dalam tenaga ker-
ja apabila hanya separuh dari-
pada mereka yang berpotensi un-
tuk bekerjaya berada dalam te-
naga kerja, berbanding lelaki se-
banyak 80 peratus.

Di Malaysia, angka ini dila-

porkan sedikit tinggi pada paras
55.5 peratus, namun agak keting-
galan berbanding negara ASEAN
lain termasuk Laos, Singapura,
Vietnam dan Kemboja.

Perbandingan ini menunjuk-
kan bahawa sebahagian besar
wanita di Malaysia tercicir da-
ripada meraih peluang pekerjaan
formal yang menawarkan gaji
yang lebih baik dan jaminan per-
lindungan sosial.

Wujudka SK
Menyedari hakikat bahawa ra-
mai wanita berada di luar pa-
saran buruh, Pertubuhan Kese-
lamatan Sosial (PERKESO) me-
wujudkan Skim Keselamatan So-
sial Suri Rumah (SKSSR) bagi
menangani jurang perlindungan
bagi individu dalam ekonomi
penjagaan.

Bagaimanapun, demi menge-
kalkan momentum ekonomi, te-
rutama ketika berdepan peruba-
han demografi seperti penuru-
nan kadar kelahiran dan penu-
aan penduduk, negara perlu me-
manfaatkan potensi penuh tena-
ga kerja sedia ada.

McKinsey & Co melaporkan,
usaha merintis kesaksamaan wa-
nita boleh menyumbang kepada
peningkatan keseluruhan KDNK
Malaysia sebanyak AS$50 bilion
setahun menjelang 2025 iaitu lon-
jakan lapan peratus berbanding
KDNK pada kadar biasa (busi-
ness-as-usual GDP).

Berikutan peluang ketara ini,
rangka kerja Malaysia MADANI
menyasarkan peningkatan pe-
nyertaan tenaga kerja wanita ke-
pada tahap 60 peratus, sebagai
mengiktiraf bakat yang belum di-
terokai wanita.

Dalam menjayakan matlamat

ini, kekangan yang membeleng-
gu pembabitan wanita dalam te-
naga kerja mesti ditangani, te-
rutama dengan menyokong usa-
ha wanita mengimbangi antara
peranan profesional mereka dan
tanggungjawab terhadap keluar-
ga serta menyediakan khidmat
penjagaan.

Dana Penduduk Pertubuhan
Bangsa-Bangsa Bersatu (UNFPA)
menggariskan faedah cuti ber-
salin berbayar dan penjagaan ka-
nak-kanak berkualiti tinggi ada-
lah pelaburan utama untuk mem-
bantu wanita kekal dalam tenaga
kerja.

Dalam kerangka ini, Kemen-
terian Sumber Manusia (KESU-
MA) telah memperluas cuti ber-
salin dan cuti isteri bersalin (pa-
terniti) di bawah Akta Kerja 1955
(Pindaan 2022), untuk mempro-
mosikan keperluan menggalas
tanggungjawab keluarga secara
bersama dalam Kkalangan pasa-
ngan yang baru menimang ca-
haya mata. Namun, masih ba-
nyak usaha yang perlu dilaku-
kan.

Ketika ini, liabiliti kewangan
faedah bersalin dan cuti menjaga
anak hanya ditanggung oleh ma-
jikan.

Kos ini dipindahkan secara
langsung kepada wanita apabila
mereka berdepan kesukaran un-
tuk memasuki pasaran buruh.

Memandangkan wanita lebih
cenderung menggalas peranan
penjagaan, pelanjutan tempoh
faedah bersalin dan pengambilan
cuti menjaga anak secara kerap
sering dilihat sebagai kos tam-
bahan untuk majikan, sekali gus
memaksa kebanyakan wanita
untuk berundur daripada sektor
tenaga kerja.

Walaupun dasar kekeluargaan
ini baik, percaturan ini mungkin
merencatkan pengambilan kerja
dalam kalangan wanita, teruta-
ma untuk perusahaan Kecil se-
derhana (PKS) kerana melihat ia
sebagai kos tambahan operasi.

Untuk merungkai masalah ini,
PERKESO meneroka penyelesa-
ian alternatif seperti merencana
faedah tunai bersalin dan cuti
menjaga anak ke dalam model
insurans sosial PERKESO.

Usaha ini bagi mengurangkan
beban kewangan majikan dan pe-
kerja dalam berdepan perihal
berkaitan melahirkan zuriat.

Prinsip pelaksanaannya ada-
lah dengan mengagihkan kos
vang terpaksa ditanggung apa-
bila mendapat zuriat dalam ka-
langan pencarum PERKESO
vang aktif dalam pasaran bu-
ruh.

Dasar yang dicadangkan ini juga
diumumkan oleh Kerajaan di ba-
wah Belanjawan 2023. Malah, pin-
daan Akta Sistem Insurans Pe-
kerjaan (SIP) 2017 sedang dalam
semakan oleh KESUMA untuk
mewujudkan faedah cuti bersa-
lin yang mapan, selari amalan
diterapkan kebanyakan negara
Organisasi Kerjasama dan Pem-
bangunan Ekonomi (OECD).

Vietnam contohnya, memberi
tumpuan terhadap kesaksamaan
jantina sejak Dasar Pembaharu-
an Ekonomi Doi Moi pada 1986,
sekali gus melayakkan golongan
wanita di negara tersebut men-
dapat manfaat enam bulan cuti
bersalin dengan gaji penuh me-
nerusi Undang-Undang Insurans
Sosial.

Berikutan keutuhan aspek un-
dang-undang dalam penjagaan
kanak-kanak dan bersalin, Viet-
nam kini mempunyai kadar ter-
tinggi penyertaan buruh wanita
di rantau ini, setanding negara
lebih maju.

Selari misi kerajaan untuk me-
ngukuhkan SIP dengan menga-
lihkan tumpuan daripada melin-

dungi kerjaya kepada melindu-
ngi pekerja, Kini masa yang tepat
untuk meningkatkan faedah ber-
salin dan cuti berbayar bagi men-
jaga anak untuk menggalakkan
lebih ramai wanita menyertai te-
naga kerja.

Pembaharuan ini hanyalah
permulaan, yang membawa ke-
pada langkah-langkah lebih tak-
tikal seperti latihan dan perkhid-
matan pekerjaan. Kemudian di-
sesuaikan untuk menjamin ke-
lancaran peralihan bagi wanita
dalam tempoh berhenti semen-
tara daripada pekerjaan kerana
cuti bersalin serta meningkatkan
pengambilan cuti berbayar bagi
menjaga anak untuk menyokong
waktu kecemasan dalam penja-
gaan zuriat.

Malah, ini juga boleh menjadi
permulaan untuk menangani
pelbagai faktor yang didepani go-
longan wanita rentan dalam kon-
teks lebih luas.

Ia antara lain meliputi pelba-
gai cabaran yang terpaksa di-
hadapi golongan wanita dari-
pada latar belakang berbeza se-
perti wanita orang kurang upaya
(OKU), bekas banduan, dan wa-
nita di usia emas.

Pelaksanaan program pasaran
buruh ad-hoc sedia ada di bawah
program PERKESO Daya Kerjaya
juga sedang giat dilaksana untuk
menyasarkan sokongan kepada
kumpulan terpinggir ini, bagi
memudahkan pembabitan mere-
ka dalam tenaga Kerja dengan-
jayanya.

Sempena Hari Wanita Sedunia

The Human Resources Ministry [Kes-
uma) has taken steps forward by extend-
ing maternity and paternity leaves under
the Employment Act 1955 [Amendment
2022) promoting shared family responsi-
bilities by new parents. But there is more
to be done

Currently, the financial responsibil-
ity for maternity benefits and parental
leave falls on employers only. These
costs are transferred directly to women
in the forms of higher barriers of entry
to enter the labour market

Since women are more likely to
take these caring roles, the extension
of maternity benefits and the frequent
use of parental leaves areinterpreted as
additional cost for employers, pushing
women out of the workforce.

While supportive, family support poli-
cies may inadvertently discourage the
hiring of women, particularly for small
and medium enterprises (SMEs), due
to the perceived increase in operational
costs. Evidently from statistics, women
of childbearing age are participating less
in the labour force

To address this, Perkeso explores
an alternative solution such as incor-
porating maternity cash benefits and
parental leaves into its social insurance
model to alleviate the financial burden
of both employer and employees facing
maternity.

The principle is the costs of child-
bearing are redistributed by active
contributors in the labour market. The
proposed policy was also announced by
the government under the 2023 Budget,
and the amendment of the Employ-
ment Insurance System (EIS] Act 2017
is currently under review by Kesuma to
establish sustainable maternity benefits,
which is practiced by many of the Organi-
sation for Economic Co-operation and
Development (DECD) countries

For example, in our neighbouring

country, Vietnam's focus on gender
equality, starting with the Doi Moi eco-
nomic reformsin 1984, has led to female
benefitting from the Social Insurance
Law, which has now progressed to six
months of leave at full pay.

Thanks to its strong laws on child-
care and maternity, Vietnam now has the
highest rate of female labour participa-
tion in the region, matching that of more
developed countries.

Given the government’s mission to
strengthen EIS by shifting the focus
from protecting jobs to protecting work-
ers, now is the perfect time to enhance
maternity benefits and paid paternal
leaves to encourage more women to
join the workforce.

The reform is just the beginning,
leading to more tactical measures like
tailored training and employment ser-
vices to ensure a smooth transition for
women in career breaks for maternity
leave and increase uptake of paid paren-
tal leaves to support childcare emergen-
cies.

More so, this could also be a start
for addressing a wider array of vulner-
abilities across the spectrum of women,
including person with disablities, ex-
convicts and the elderly.

Existing ad-hoc labor market pro-
grammes operating under Perkeso Daya
Kerjaya Program are already primed at
targeting support to these marginalised
groups, facilitating their entry into the

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‘Work together to prevent sexual crime cases involving children’

SHAH ALAM: C(Calls have
intensified for sexual crimes
involving children to be taken
seriously and for the whole
community to work together
in helping young victims to
overcome such  traumatic
incidents.

Speaking at the Convention
to Protect Students from Sexual
Exploitation, Dr Noor Raihan
Kamal from the Health Ministry
said victims who came to the
clinic for sexual crime cases most
of the time did not come directly
claiming to be abused.

Noor Rathan said victims
are usually first diagnosed
with mental health issues and
authorities only find out later
that they are victims of sexual
abuse after checking their history
and background.

“At the Health Ministry, we
have trained our medical officers,
especially at the health clinic, to
detect sexual abuse cases as those
who came did not complain of
abuse.

“Pain when peeing is one of
the signs, followed by sexually
transmitted diseases (STD) and
teenage pregnancies. This is only
detected at the health clinic and
we have trained our officers to
notice the signs,” she said.

Noor Raihan shared that the
Health Ministry has actively
collaborated with the Education
Ministry to advocate for parents
and teachers to detect sexual
abuse cases among children.

According to the Bukit Aman’s
Sexual Women and Child
Investigation Division's (Dn)
principal assistant director ACP
Siti Kamsiah Hassan, the public
usually avoid making a report as
they are always concerned about
lack of evidence.

She said another concern is that
victims of sexual abuse become
too emotional once a police report
is made.

“We will investigate once we
observe any element of crime.
The police will never collude
with individuals or officers who
refuse to accept any report. Our
next procedure is to record a
statement from the victim and
also the witnesses for us to bring
justice to the victim,” she said.

So even during our
investigation, we dont wear
uniforms. But on a normal day, if
we go to the scene, we will take
care of the trauma of that child or
the victim's family so that there
is no speculation, because when
it comes to sexual crime, it is a

sensitive case.”

Meanwhile, Social Welfare
Department deputy director
general  (Operations) Wan

Noraidah Wan Mohd Zain said
the Kasih Hotline 15999 is always
available for those who want to
lodge a report regarding abuse
involving children.

Addressing concerns from
teachers in reporting sexual cases
involving students, she assured
that they would not be held liable
as stated under Section 116 of the
Children Act 2001

"Don't feel scared to make a
report as Section 116 of the Child
Act 2001 assures protection
to the informer who handed
information to the authorities
would not be held liable,” she said.

Wan Noraidah, however, said
more efforts can be made to
protect children.

“Last year, the government
announced the establishment
of the Children Development
Department on Sept 1 last year
that will empower prevention

programmes.

“We started last year by
starting the children's protection
advocacy programme, and we
targeted doing it in 300 schools
this year.” she said.

Law minister Datuk Seri
Azalina Othman Said said the
feeling of reluctance in lodging
reports of sexual cases involving
children remained one of the main
challenges to the policymakers.

The Minister in the Prime
Minister's Department said
that survivors and others in the
public are still worried that filing
a report may instead backfire on
them.

“The main challenge for us
the policymakers together
with the education minister
and the teachers here today is
when the people are scared to
make a report.” she said while
launching the Convention to
Protect Students from Sexual
Exploitation, on Saturday.

Education Minister Fadhlina
Sidek encouraged teachers not to
feel scared in making reports on
sexual crimes as they would not
get in trouble for doing so.

The Nibong Tebal MP further
said that the government is
committed to increasing more
counselling teachers intake in
schools.

Fadhlina said the initiative was
not solely due to the sexual crime
cases, but also for cases related
to mental health and discipline
issues among students.

“We have also added more
counselling teachers for the
special needs students. This is
an ongoing initiative to get more
counselling teachers as there is
a very high need in a variety of
cases including cases like this’
she added. — Malay Mail

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Mother who allegedly slit baby’s throat remanded

JOHOR BAHRU: A mother has been
remanded for seven days to
assist investigations into the alleged
murder of her 18-month-old son.

The remand, until March 23, was
issued by Magistrate Suhaili Sapun at
the Permai Hospital in Tampoi.

Earlier, it was reported the woman
allegedly slit the throat of the toddler
at a residential area in Pasir Gudang
on Saturday.

Johor police chief Comm M. Kumar
said the incident occurred at 1.30pm

and investigations found the 32-year-
old woman also sent a photo of her
child covered in blood to her husband
via WhatsApp.

“A knife, believed to have been
used to slit the throat of the victim,
was also recovered”

He said the body of the victim was
taken to the Sultan Ismail Hospital for
an autopsy, adding that the case was
being investigated under Section 302
of the Penal Code.

In another incident, Kumar said

five local men, aged between 35 and
48, have been detained to assist in
investigations following a discovery
of the body of a 61-year-old man.

He said the victim, with slash
wounds across various parts of his
body, was discovered at 10.50am in
Taman Rinting, Masai on Saturday.

He added that the body was taken
to the hospital for a post mortem and
the case was being investigated
under Section 302 of the Penal Code.

“Police also recovered several

belongings of the victim and
collected samples at the scene for
further investigation,” he said, adding
that all the suspects have criminal and
drug records.

Meanwhile in Sungai Petani, an
express bus driver died after a
collision with a trailer at Km75.2 of the
North-South Expressway in Gurun
yesterday morning. Guar Chempedak
Fire and Rescue station chief assistant
fire superintendent Mohd Fauzi Razali
said they received an emergency call

at 4am and a team arrived at the
location at 4.19am.

He said the body of the 42-year-old
male bus driver was found trapped in
his seat.

“I was at home when one of our
neighbours called out for me and
told me to go to the suspect's
house immediately.

“In the afternoon, both the sus-
pect and her husband would
bring their son out for a walk and
they looked like a happy family.

“In fact, on Friday evening, they
even gave out doughnuts to neigh-
bours including myself for break-
ing fast. We are really puzzled by
what has happened now,” he said.

Johor police chief Comm M.
Kumar said the mother had bzen
placed under remand until March
23 to assist with the investigation
classified under Section 302 of the
Penal Code for murder.

“Police have also seized a knife
at the scene allegedly used by the
suspect to slit the victim’s throat.

“Early investigations found that
the suspect had sent a picture of
the deceased covered in blood at
his neck area to her husband via
WhatsApp,” he said.

Man nabbed for attempted child abduction sent for psych evaluation

KUCHING: A 30-year-old man
was arrested by Eolice following
an attempt to abduct an eight-
year-old girl outside her house
here recently.

Kuching police chief ACP
Ahsmon Bajah said a report
on the alleged incident, which
happened at a housing area
near Kuching International
Airport, was lodged at 6.55pm
on March 1.

“The girl was playing outside
her house when the incident
happened. Acting on information
from the public, police arrested
the man at the scene and seized
a sedan car used during the
incident,” he said in a statement.

Ahsmon said the case is being
investigated under Section 365
the Penal Code which provides
for imprisonment that may
extend to seven years and also
liable to a fine, upon conviction.

He said initial investigations
found the suspect was a person

with learning difficulties who
had been receiving treatment
at Sarawak General Hospital
since 2001 for attention deficit
hyperactive disorder (ADHD).

A background check also found
that the suspect did not have any
prior criminal records, he added.

“On March 15 at 9am, the
suspect was brought to court and
charged under Section 365 of the
Penal Code read together with
Section 511 of the same Code.

“The court ordered the
suspect to be detained at

Sentosa Hospital for psychiatric
evaluation, and the case will be
mentioned again on April 22 after
medical reports are received,” he
said.

Tertuduh Mohammad Sah Taswat, 29, yang masih bujang membuat pengakuan ity selepas pertuduhan dibaca mengikut Seksyen
354 Kanun Keseksaan di hadapan Majistret NMurasidah A Rahman.

Mengikut pertuduhan, dia didakwa dengan sengaja melakukan kekerasan jenayah serta berniat untuk mencabul kehormatan
seorang jemaah berusia 29 tahun di ruang solat wanita, pada 1.20 tengah hari, 8 Mac lalu.

Hukuman bagi pertuduhan mengikut seksyen terbabit izlah penjara sehingga 10 1ahun atau denda atau sebatan ataupun dengan
mana-mana dua daripada hukuman i jika sabit kesalahan.

Berdasarkan fakia kes, kejadian berlaku ketika mangsa berada di ruang solat wanita sebelum dizapa oleh tertuduh.
Tertuduh kemudian menutup pintu dan duduk di sebelah mangsa sebelum bertindak memegang paha wanita itu.
Terkejut dengan tindakan tertuduh, mangsa bertindzk melarikan diri bagi mendapatkan bantuan sertz membuat laporan polis.

Pendzkwazn dilakukan Timbalan Pendakwa Raya Siti Khalijah Khalid, manzkala 1eriudun diwakili Tan Song Yan daripada Yayasan
Bantuan Guaman Kebangsaan (YBGK).

Terdahulu, tertuduh menerusi peguamnya memilih untuk hukuman denda minimum kerana perlu menanggung kedua ibu bapanya.
Bagaimanapun, pinak pendakwaan memohon hukuman setimpal sebagai pengajaran ternadap tindakan dilzkukannya.

Iahkamah kemudian menjatuhkan hukuman denda RM 3,000 selain memerimahkan teriuduh menjalani hukurman penjara 12 bulan
jika gagal membayar denda berkenaan.
