Call to amend Constitution
for better protection of PwDs

PETALING JAYA: The OKU Rights
Matter Project has called on the
government to amend Article 8(2)
of the Federal Constitution to
explicitly prohibit discrimination
against the disabled and update the
Persons with Disabilities Act 2008.

Its representative Datuk Dr
Amar-Singh H.S.S. said the move
would align Malaysian policies
with the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities.

“The amendments are essential
to affirm that Malaysians, including
persons with disabilities (PwDs),
deserve to live free from
discrimination and violence.

“What we do to promote
inclusion for PwDs would enhance

the overall wellbeing of our society.
Neglecting their needs would lead
to broader negative consequences.

“It is time the country moved
from passive acknowledgement of
the rights of the disabled to actively
fostering justice and equity for all.”

He made the call after learning of
the mob assault of a PwD at a
market in Chukai, Kemaman in
Terengganu, which has renewed
calls for reforms to better protect
such individuals.

In the nearly two-minute-long
video that has over 12 million views,
a man who is said to have a mental
disability was beaten, dragged
around and humiliated by several

individuals after his motorcycle
crashed into a food stall, causing
noodles to spill onto the road.

The attackers poured what
appeared to be soup ncodles on the
victim and kicked him in the face
while bystanders watched without
intervening or recorded the incident.

Amar-Singh said the bystanders
should be ash. d of th lves

faced by PwDs, who often endure
physical and sexual violence,
bullying, job discrimination and
inadequate legal protection.

“It highlights the lack of
understanding towards PwDs and
reflects poorly on efforts to promote
inclusion in society.”

He said building a caring society
requires leadership and clear vision
from all levels of government.

OKU Sentral president Datuk
Ras Adiba Radzi said she was
grieved by the incident and
cond d the lack of hy of

and called the actions of the
assailants a criminal offence and
human rights violation, urging the
government to take sieps to stop
discrimination against PwDs.

He said the attack is not an
isolated case but a sign of the
widespread abuse and neglect

the bystanders.

“While they may not have
been aware that the victim had a
mental disability, this does not
justify violence.”

She called for greater societal
awareness and  compassion
towards PwDs, stressing that the
stigma and marginalisation they
face worsen their vulnerabilities.

The Human Rights Commission
of Malaysia said the use of violence
is never acceptable.

“The level of brutality shown in
this case was excessive, disturbing
and dehumanising. The public
needs to play a more active role in
preventing such incidents by
speaking up against violence and
creating an environment that
respects the dignity of PwDs.

“It is vital for government
agencies, civil society organisations
and the National Council for
Persons with Disabilities to work
together to protect PwDs.

“We must raise our voices
against mob justice and ensure
perpetrators face appropriate
punitive measures,” it said in
a statement.

On Jan 21, police arrested six
suspects in connection with the
incident. Kemaman district acting
police chief DSP Wan Muhamad
Wan Jaafar said the investigation
paper is being finalised and urged
those with information to assist

Nancy: 80 children of former GISBH
members remain unclaimed

KUALA LUMPUR: Women,
Family and Community
Development Minister Datuk Seri
Nancy Shukri revealed yesterday
that 80 out of 560 children of
former Global Ikhwan Services
and Business Holdings (GISBH)
members remain unclaimed by
their parents.

She said 475 children have been
successfully reunited with their
families under Section 30(1)(a)
of the Child Act 2001, while five
others have been placed with
verified guardians, also under the
same law.

“We have been in contact with
the parents, some of whom are
interested in reuniting with their

children. However, for reasons
unknown to us, some have
changed their minds. This is why
some children have not yet been
returned (to their parents or
guardians).

“We hope that if the children
belong to them, parents will
prioritise  cooperation with
us. We have made every effort
to protect and care for their
children.” she said after attending
the 'Sanjungan IImu’ programme
organised by the Malaysian
Social Institute (ISM) here
yesterday.

Nancy noted that of the
unclaimed 80 children, six have
been ordered by the court to

remain in a Welfare Department
(JKM) institution for three years,
with a permanent order issued
under Section 30(1)(d) of the
Child Act 2001

“The court has ordered that
these six children remain under
the care of the JKM for three
years due to various reasons,
including issues concerning their
parents.

In October last year, a total of
560 children—283 boys and 277
girls—were placed in shelters
after JKM secured a temporary
custody order from the court for
two months, in accordance with
Section 25(2)(a) of the Child Act

Kuala Lumpur: Malaysia tidak akan membiarkan negara ini dijadikan lokasi bagi operasi sindiket pengemis terutama
yang mengeksploitasi kanak-kanak.

Menteri Pembangunan Wanita, Keluarga dan Masyarakat Datuk Seri Nancy Shukri berkata, jenayah itu bukan sahaja
mencemarkan imej negara, malah berlaku eksploitasi khususnya terhadap kanak-kanak yang tidak bersalah.

Action needed on gender wage gap among graduates: Minister

PUTRAJAYA: Immediate action must
be taken to address the wage gap
between male and female graduates
in Malaysia, said Women, Family and
Community Development Minister
Datuk Seri Nancy Shukri.

“We need to voice out on this issue
because there should be no gap,
especially when the qualifications of
women are the same as those of men.”

She was commenting on the 2023
Graduate Statistics report released by
the Statistics Department, which

stated that female graduates on
average earn RM900 less than their
male counterparts, despite having
equivalent academic qualifications.
She said women often face
additional challenges, such as
responsibilities for childcare and
elderly care, but these should not be
used as an excuse to undervalue them.
“Women sometimes work because
they have their own responsibilities.
They should not be looked down
upon, especially in terms of income. If

their qualifications are equal to men’s,
then their income should be the same.”

She also said the government
would review related policies to
ensure discrimination and violence
against women are reduced.

Nancy also touched on her ministry’s
efforts to empower women, including
through the Women Leadership
Apprenticeship Programme.

“We need more young female
leaders in this country. This year,
the government has allocated

RMS million to support 100
apprentices. | hope they can
get involved in various fields,
including politics.”

She urged all parties to work
together in promoting gender
equality, especially as International
Women'’s Day approaches on March 8.

“This is a platform for us to
celebrate women's achievements and
drive efforts towards equality. We do
not want our women to be locked
down but rather empowered

to become leaders and
decision-makers.”

On Wednesday, she launched the
theme for International Women's Day,
“Aspiring Women, Building Legacies’,
which symbolises efforts to elevate
women to create lasting change.

International Women’s Day was
first celebrated on March 8, 1975 by
the United Nations as part of
International Women’s Year. In
Malaysia, the celebration was first
held in 1983.

In her recent address in Sibu, Federal Minister of Women, Family, and Community
Development Datuk Seri Nancy Shukri painted a troubling picture of our society’s ongoing
struggles with sexual harassment and domestic violence. Despite efforts to combat these
issues, the statistics reveal a reality that demands urgent and collective action.

As of October 2024, police statistics recorded 666 cases of sexual harassment—a sharp
increase from 488 cases in 2022 and 529 in 2023. According to the minister, these incidents
“involved both men and women,” underlining the pervasive nature of the problem. Additionally,
her ministry received 28 formal complaints through the Tribunal for Anti-Sexual Harassment
(TAGS), with only 10 cases progressing to the stage of compensation claims.

The figures for domestic violence are equally concerning. From January to September 2024,
5,453 cases were reported, including 431 in Sarawak alone. Although this marks a slight
decline compared to 2023 and 2022, Nancy acknowledged that many cases remain
unreported.

“These statistics only show the reported cases — there might be more cases as some might
have gone unreported,” she said.

The rise in sexual harassment and the persistence of domestic violence cases serve as a
wake-up call. Nancy's appeal to community leaders 1o aim for “zero domestic violence cases”
in their villages is admirable. But is it realistic? Achieving this goal requires a comprehensive
strategy that addresses prevention, protection, and empowerment—tackling the root causes
of these crimes head-on.

Education and awareness must be the foundation of these efforts. Empowering individuals
with knowledge about their rights and the available channels for reporting is critical. Initiatives
like the Community Care Programme and Advocacy Against Sexual Harassment, held in
Sibujaya recently, exemplify steps in the right direction. These programmes foster
understanding, empathy, and action by directly engaging with communities.

Looking beyond our borders, other countries provide valuable lessons. In Spain, the “No
Means No” campaign successfully shifted societal attitudes about consent, supported by
strict enforcement of sexual harassment laws. Similarly, India’s One Stop Centres offer
victims integrated support, including medical aid, counselling, legal assistance, and police
intervention—all under one roof.

Closer to home, the Tribunal for Anti-Sexual Harassment (TAGS) must be strengthened and
better publicised to encourage more victims to come forward. The fact that only 28
complaints have been filed since its establishment highlights gaps in awareness or trust.
Ensuring swift tribunal rulings and transparent compensation processes would go a long way
in boosting confidence in the system.
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Economic empowerment is another crucial factor. As the minister noted, most domestic
violence victims are women who are “unemployed, homemakers, or jobless individuals.”
Addressing this vulnerability requires creating pathways to financial independence. Initiatives
like micro-loans for women entrepreneurs, vocational training, and community-driven job
creation projects can reduce dependence and offer lifelines for those trapped in abusive
environments.

Workplace training is equally important. Employers need to implement programmes that
focus on identifying and dealing with sexual harassment. In countries like the United States,
such training is a corporate compliance requirement, and it has significantly reduced
workplace harassment.

The minister’s call for community leaders to be agents of change cannot be overstated.
Villages and neighbourhoods should establish support networks with trained volunteers in
crisis management and counselling. These networks can act as first responders, ensuring
immediate assistance and emotional support for victims. Their presence would also act as a
deterrent and send a clear message that violence and harassment will not be accepted.

Ultimately, the burden cannot rest solely on individuals and communities. Law enforcement
and policymakers must step up. Dedicated police units trained to handle cases of sexual
harassment and domestic violence with sensitivity and professionalism are essential. Victim-
friendly environments in police stations, including private spaces for reporting and support
staff trained in trauma management, are non-negotiable steps.

The government must also commit to greater transparency and accountability. Regular public
reporting on the progress of cases, outcomes of TAGS rulings, and the effectiveness of
intervention programmes would demonstrate that this issue is being treated with the urgency
it deserves.

As the minister aptly put it, “The responsibility to prevent violence against women is on all of
us—the government, the community, and also the individuals.” By fostering strong cooperation
among stakeholders, we can move closer to breaking the cycle of violence and harassment.

Our collective goal should not merely be to achieve zero reported cases but to create a
society where every individual—regardless of gender, economic status, or location—feels safe
and supported. This is not just a government priority; it is a moral imperative.

Ending sexual harassment and domestic violence will require persistence, innovation, and a
shared commitment. Together, we must ensure that the future headlines narrate a tale not of
increasing statistics, but of a society that has discovered the bravery to evolve.

A Malaysian worman recently took to TikTok to share how she was allegedly slapped
by a stranger at the Maluri MRT station.

In the two-minute video, Tiffany explained that she had parked her car at the Maluri
MRT station at about 5pm on Jan 21.

As she was making her way to the station, she encountered a woman who allegedly
slapped her in the left ear.

“It was so painful. | froze in my tracks for five seconds and | was like, ‘Hell, no. She
didn't just attack me in broad daylight?! With people looking in public?”

Shacked over what had happened, Tiffany clarified that she wished she had defended
herself but the woman had ran off after allegedly slapping her.

All she could do was take a video of the woman who slapped her, unfortunately all
she could capture was the woman's back.

However Tiffany shared that having parked in Maluri MRT station for years, she has
met “a handful of weird people” but this was the first time she was assaulted.

Her video very quickly went viral with over 222,000 views and Malaysian netizens
took to the comment section to share their own strange encounters at the train
station.

TikTok user Chelsea shared that a similar incident happened to her in the same place
with the exact same woman.

“Girl oh my god the exact same thing happened to me! Same lady, same place, she
just slapped me as | walked past her and | was so traumatized, | flinch every time
someone walks past me now."

Parmeila Dhevi shared her encounter at the Maluri MRT station: "Girl I'm glad you're
all right. I used to work near Maluri, and | was followed all the way to the toilet by an
old man. The cleaner aunty yelled at him till he left. | was too scared to take the MRT
after that.”

In a separate TikTok video released yesterday (Jan 22), Tiffany shared that MyRapid
has since reached out to her and informed that they would look into the matter.

“Prasarana called me and told me that they have reported my case to the auxiliary
police,” said Tiffany, adding that Prasarana informed her that they have been trying
to track the lady because they have received other reports as well.

She was also assured by Prasarana that additional security measures have been
enforced at the Maluri MRT station to stop such incidents from occurring.

"I really appreciate MyRapid for taking such guick action and thank you so much for
looking into my case as | really did not know what to do,” praised Tiffany.
